associated $76.5 million of Projects Funded was not removed and was therefore over reported. The reclass of the Courthouse from the Banking Fund to the General Fund in footnote (4) will
decrease the $76.5 million from Projects Funded and, therefore, increase the Authorized, but Not Yet Funded amount.
