WHEREAS, Watson Realty Corp., the owner(s) of approximately 1.85( acres located in Council District 3 at 13001 Atlantic Boulevard between Girvin Road and Naugatuck Drive (R.E. No(s). 167129-0255 and 167129-0265), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 5, 2013, and written description dated May 23, 2013, for the Watson Realty Center at the Intercoastal II Development PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit certain office and commercial uses and modify signage requirements, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred o as the “Property”, is legally described
on Exhibit 1. The Property is identified as land described under Real Estate
Numbers 167129-0255 and 167129-0265. The owner of the Property is Watson
Realty Corp., Realtors. The Property is located at 13001 Atlantic Boulevard
between Girvin Rd. and Naugatuck Dr. The Property is compleiely developed
inte two Parcels “A™ & “B”. Parcel “A” is a two story building containing 9200
square feet and 1s occupied by Watson Realty Corp., Realtors. Parcel “B”
contains 6000 square feet and is currently occupied by Baptist Primary Care. The
purpose of this PUD is to broaden the tenant base and allow for additional
identification signage in the event the property is subdivided and sold to separate
OWRErs.

It should be noted that Atlantic Boulevard has been improved to six (6) lanes after
this site was developed. Also, that much heavier commercial uses have been
developed in this area with large signs. With the heavier traffic on Atlantic
Boulevard, the additional sign will allow for quicker driver identification of the
site and safer traffic flow for the public.

3. The existing wall signs shall be permicted. In the future 10% of the
gross square footage of the front of the building facing Atlantic Boulevard
will be allowed for wall signs.

4. Directional and informational signs will be as currently exist or change
subject to the Planning and Development Departments approval.

A preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville's
Planning and Development Department identifying all existing and proposed uses
within the Property showing the general layout of the overall Property. With each
request for verification of substantial compliance with the PUD.

V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT
CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City
of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The
proposed project will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and
community as:

A. It is more efficient than would be possible through strict application of
the Zoning Code.

B. Itis compatible with surrounding land uses and will improve the
characteristics of the surrounding area.

C. It will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2030

VI. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

D. Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The PUD allows additional uses

to ensure the sustainability of the site should the existing occupant
downsize or vacate the premises. No changes to the existing building are
contemplated. The Property o the south, east & west developed as
commercial and the site already contains landscape buffering
consistent with Part 12 of the Zoning Code. Given that no exterior
changes to the building are contemplated, the PUD will not create any
additional adverse impacts upon the surrounding property to the north
which is residential.

E. Lxternal Compatibiliry/Intensity of Development. This project allows for

CRO-type uses in keeping with other development along heavily traveled
Atlantic Blvd. As designed, the site serves as a buffer between the
commercial development along Atlantic Blvd. and the residential uses to
the North.

F. Recreation/Open Space. Usable open spaces, plazas, and recreation areas

will be constructed as per the goals and objectives of the Comprehensive
Plan or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development
Department.

G. Impact on Werlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be

permitted through the local, state, and federal agencies with jurisdiction.

H. Listed Species Regulations. The Property contains less than 50 acres and

therefore a listed species survey is not required.

L. Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply

With Part 6 of the Zoning Code or as otherwise approved by the Planning
and Development Department. In the event of partitioning, shared parking
may be utilized between parcels to achieve parking requirements provided
that the required number of spaces shall be met on the overall site within
the PUD.

V. Sidewalks, Trails, and bikeways. Sidewalks will be as they exist.

K. Stormwater Retention. Retention shall meet the requirement of the
City of Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with
jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water Management District.

L. Utilities. JEA will provide all utilities.
