AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.86( ACREs LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 on new berlin road between Ponce boulevard and Magnolia Avenue (R.E. NO(s). 108002-0000, 106956-0110 and 108003-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY Cedar Bay enterprises, LLC, FROM CN (Commercial Neighborhood) DISTRICT AND PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit A FUNERAL HOME AND CREMATORY AND CERTAIN Commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE cedar bay funeral home PUD; pud rezoning subject to conditions; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Cedar Bay Enterprises, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 1.86( acres located in Council District 11 on New Berlin Road between Ponce Boulevard and Magnolia Avenue (R.E. No(s). 108002-0000, 106956-0110 and 108003-0000), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CN (Commercial Neighborhood) District and PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CN (Commercial Neighborhood) District and PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated February 18, 2013, and written description dated June 27, 2013, for the Cedar Bay Funeral Home PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a funeral home and crematory and certain commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) The subject property shall comply with Part 12, Landscape and Tree Protection Regulations, Zoning Code.

(b) Final approval of all access drives from Magnolia Street shall be subject to the review and approval of the Development Services Division or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(c) Identification signage shall be prohibited along Magnolia Street.


Section 3.

Owner and Description. The Subject Property is owned by Cedar Bay Enterprises, LLC, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Dan Boswell, 4014 Ranie Road, Jacksonville, FL, 32218, (904)476-7993.


Section 4.

Effective Date. The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I.  Project Description
The total project acreage including the current PUD with additional parking is
1.86 acres, The new parking area will be buffered with landscaping and
appropriate fencing to meet current code requirements. The crematory will be
located north of the delivery drive to the rear of the funeral home. All operations
of the building will be within the enclosed space. No fumes or exhaust will be
generated outside the building.
The purpose of this PUD is to increase the number of parking spaces to 78 plus 5
handicapped spaces and to add a crematorium to the existing PUD to
accommodate for funeral requirements. The existing PUD allows for funeral
services, but excludes crematory services, which now have become a more
requested service over conventional burial services. Frequency of use and traffic
is similar to a church and there are churches located in this area of New Berlin
Rd. Surrounding uses are residential to the North (rear), Business uses to the
East, South and West along New Berlin Rd. arterial corridor. This development
acts as a buffer to the residences to the north from the commercial uses of New
Berlin Rd.
1) There is currently no architect, engineer, developer or planner associated
with this project. The current site plan was constructed by Dan C. Boswell.

II. Uses and Restrictions

All uses permitted by right under CN uses and the uses permissible by exception
will continue. The Funeral Home will continue to operate, but will add
crematory. CN does not allow for crematory, but by Exception only.The existing
PUD is a funeral home of approximately 3600 s.f. building including a portico
and porch which amounts to approximately 6,000 s.f. under one roof with a
proposed crematory enclosed in 225 s.f. building. The funeral home chapel seats
150 persons.

The Cedar Bay Funeral Home PUD development will be limited to the site plan
submitted. The site plan has increased landscaping, buffers and setbacks to
mitigate any potential negative impacts of the development site. The uses allowed
under the proposed PUD are less intensive than other uses under the CGC
current Land Use.

III. Design Guidelines

A. Lot Requirements:

(1) Minimum Lot area: 7,500 s.f.

(2) Minimum Lot width: 75 feet

(3) Maximum Lot Coverage: 35 percent
(4) Minimum front yard: 20 feet

(5) Minimum side yard: 10 feet

(6) Minimum rear yard: 10 feet

(7) Maximum height of structures: 35 feet

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation

(1) Parking Requirements: The parking requirements for this development shall
be consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code to a
maximum of 78 regular and 5 handicapped parking spaces. At the time of
additional parking development, parking surface may be permeable.

(2) This PUD differs from the usual application of the code, in that this PUD
includes a crematory. Crematories are common to funeral homes and is
becoming more so recently. Additional parking is not precluded from strict
application of the code.

(3) The owner’s intent is the continued use as a funeral home and adds a
crematory and to maintain all areas of the property properly.

(4) JEA provides full water, sewer, and electrical service to this location.

(5) Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of 1) main ingress and
egress on New Berlin Rd. and 2) a second entrance only by way of Magnolia
Av. as shown on site plan subject to the review and approval of The City’s
Traffic Engineer.

(6) Pedestrian Access:

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with
the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs.

(1) One (1) double faced sign or two (2) single faced signs not to exceed twenty
four (24) square feet in area and twelve (12) feet in height.

(2) One (1) street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each
linear foot of street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square
feet in area for every two hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or
portion thereof, is permitted provided such signs are located no closer than
two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided in the Zoning Code. Such free
standing signs shall be of a monument style or otherwise approved by the
Planning and Development Department, not to exceed twenty five (25) feet in
height, and shall have architectural elements and design consistent with the
buildings with which they are associated.

(3) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the
occupancy frontage of the building abutting a public right-of —way are
permitted.

(4) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of
eight (8) square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square
footage used for an under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the
maximum allowable square footage for wall signs on the building in question.

(5) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.
