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ORDINANCE 2013-478
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY (R.E. NUMBER 114913-0000) LOCATED AT 2123 Phoenix Avenue, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS SALE, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH SALE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF PART 4, CHAPTER 122, ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.423 (APPRAISAL at or below  $25,000) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW CONVEYANCE OF SAID PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY TO Christ the living cornerstone, Inc. AT NO COST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) obtained parcel R.E. Number 114913-0000, located at 2123 Phoenix Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32206, in a tax deed sale for $2,595.35; and
WHEREAS, the City needed only 7.5 feet of the parcel for an easement for drainage; and 

WHEREAS, the City had erected a fence, which has since been removed; and 

WHEREAS, there have been numerous complaints about the lot, including claims of drug activity, trash and debris potentially contributing to slum and blight; and 
WHEREAS, the neighboring property owner, Christ The Living Cornerstone, Inc., would like to acquire the property, taking over the maintenance of the property and erecting a fence; and 

WHEREAS, the neighboring property owner is hopeful with proper maintenance, fencing, and a watchful eye, to be able to curb illegal activity and undesirable activity and possibly eliminate blight that the lot is potentially causing; and

WHEREAS, the neighboring property owner is willing to provide the 7.5 foot drainage easement to the City of Jacksonville while maintaining the entire parcel; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property at 2123 Phoenix Avenue, in Council District 7, known as R.E. Number 114913-0000, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.


Authorization of sale in accordance with Chapter 122.
There is hereby authorized the sale of the surplus real property described in Section 1 in accordance with the provisions of Part 4, Chapter 122, Ordinance Code. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Property to Christ The Living Cornerstone, Inc. at no cost.

Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized.
The provisions of Section 122.423, (Appraisal at or below $25,000) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow conveyance of the surplus real property described in Section 1 to Christ The Living Cornerstone, Inc. at no cost.  

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

As a condition precedent to seeking legislation declaring city real
estate “‘surplus”, Section 122.422 of the City of Jacksonville
Ordinance Code requires the Real Estate Officer to investigate
whether or not there is a “need” for the subject real property by the
City or any Independent Agency or, if deemed appropriate by the
Division, any other governmental agency or any unit of government.

. The Real Estate Officer has conducted the investigation of “need” as

required by the afore-referenced Section 122.422.

. Section 122.423 of the City of Jacksonville Ordinance code is to be

waived allowing for the conveyance to Christ the Living Cornerstone,
Inc., a non-profit corporation.

As a result of the afore-referenced investigation, the Real Estate
Officer has determined that no ‘“need” exists for the subject real
property by the City or any Independent Agency.

The assessed value of the subject parcel RE# 114913-0000 is
$2,892.00, less the value of the permanent drainage easement reserved
by the City. The approximate value the permanent drainage easement
is $200.00
