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ORDINANCE 2013-484
AN ORDINANCE repealing and reserving in its entirety Section 106.200 (TENTATIVE GENERAL GOVERNMENT Budget), chapter 106 (Budget and accounting code), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Section 106.200, Ordinance Code, requires the submission of a tentative annual budget proposal for filing with Legislative Services no later than May 1, based on anticipated revenues including anticipated ad valorem rates; and 


WHEREAS, Section 106.200, Ordinance Code, requires an annual tentative budget 75 days prior to the actual budget being submitted, such work is duplicative and may be confusing to the public, especially if such legislation is delayed as was Resolution 2013-368-A which was enacted by Council just 20 days before the submission of the actual budget; and


WHEREAS,
the Administration has only six complete months of financial information available from the present fiscal year to prepare a tentative budget for presentation by May 1; and


WHEREAS,
as of May 1, the Administration is in the midst of reviewing budget requests, computing current level costs and preparing its analyses of such; and

  
WHEREAS,
the Property Appraiser has two months remaining at May 1 to compute the certified taxable values used in the Mayor’s Proposed Budget calculations;  now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Repealing Section 106.200 (Tentative General Government Budget), Ordinance Code.  

Section 106.200, Ordinance Code, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and comprising the entirety of Section 106.200 (Tentative General Government Budget), Chapter 106 (Budget and Accounting Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby repealed and reserved in its entirety.  

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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Sec. 106.200. Tentative General Government Budget.

(a) Time of Submission. The Mayor shall submit, by resolution, a tentative annual budget
proposal for the general government to the Council by filing same with Legislative Services
no later than May 1, unless the Council by resolution fixes another date. The Mayor may
address the Council at or about the time of submission.

(b) Contents. The tentative annual budget resolution of the general government shall recognize
the City's anticipated revenues, including an anticipated ad valorem tax rate, expenses,
contingencies and reserves. The tentative annual budget proposals of the general
government shall be composed of two parts, an operating budget and a capital improvement
budget that demonstrate and articulate the revenues and expenses anticipated to be
included in the final annual budget.

(c) Council Action. The Council shall, no later than June 30, act on the tentative annual budget
resolution, providing guidance to the Mayor as to the proposed millage rate for that year, and
the general government expenditures.
