ORDINANCE 2013-523
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE MAYOR’S TRANSFER POWER; AMENDING CHAPTER 106 (BUDGET AND ACCOUNTING CODE), PART 3 (APPROPRIATIONS), SECTION 106.304 (MAYOR’S TRANSFER POWER) TO LIMIT THE MAYOR’S TRANSFER POWER TO $100,000 ANNUALLY INTO OR OUT OF ANY AGENCY, NONDEPARTMENT, OR DEPARTMENT EXISTING OBJECT LINE ITEM WITHOUT COUNCIL APPROVAL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 106.304 (Mayor’s Transfer Power) amended.   Chapter 106 (Budget and Accounting Code), Part 3 (Appropriations), Section 106.304 (Mayor’s Transfer Power) is amended to read as follows:

The Mayor may transfer up to $500,000 $100,000 during the fiscal year into or out of any agency, nondepartment or department existing object line item for a specific purpose, project, or issue without Council approval. Said transfers shall be reported to the Finance Committee on a quarterly basis in a report and format as approved by the Finance Committee.
