ORDINANCE 2013-554
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 220.102 (Definitions), Part 1 (General Provisions), Chapter 220 (Vehicles for hire), Ordinance code, to modify the definitions of “limousine” and “Pre-Arranged contractual carrier”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City Council found and determined in Section 220.101, Ordinance Code, that "Regulation... should involve as little governmental influence as is consistent with the public health, safety and welfare, leaving to the play of free enterprise and market forces..." and that any regulation should "...encourage free enterprise in the vehicle-for-hire industry..."; and

WHEREAS, technology has altered and improved traditional methods of delivering goods and services to consumers; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Section 220.102 (Definitions), Part 1 (General Provisions), Chapter 220 (Vehicles for hire), Ordinance Code. Section 220.102 (Definitions), Part 1 (General Provisions), Chapter 220 (Vehicles for hire), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 220. VEHICLES FOR HIRE 
PART 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Sec. 220.102. Definitions.

(g)
Limousine means a specialized vehicle not equipped with a taximeter and for hire only by prearrangement at a rate charged per hour, or fixed in advance, and provided also that each such vehicle for hire is: (1) chauffered chauffeured, and (2) a luxury class passenger vehicle built or modified for the purpose of a limousine as defined and recognized by the limousine industry; and (3) operated on a reserved, hourly basis for a continuous period or a SmartWay vehicle as designated by the United States Environmental Protection Agency. A vehicle which is held out to be a limousine or which has an appearance deceptively similar to a limousine is a limousine for the purposes of this Chapter.
(h)
Medallion means the tangible symbol that a permit has been granted to operate the vehicle for hire to which it is physically attached.

(i)
Owner means the person in whose name a vehicle for hire is registered, as shown on the motor vehicle tag registration issued by the Tax Collector.

(j)
Permit means the written authority to operate a particular vehicle for hire issued pursuant to Part 2.

(k)
Pre-arranged contractual carrier means a vehicle for hire which is not equipped with a taximeter and is not used as a taxicab, and which charges passengers a fare based on a written agreement to provide transportation 30 minutes in advance of boarding from a specific location and at an agreed upon rate. The key factor in determining the cost of a prearranged vehicle for hire service shall be an agreed-upon fixed rate that exceeds the normal hourly rate for one hour and not the distance traveled. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, pre-arranged contractual carrier includes vehicles used for the sole purpose of transporting guests or customers of a lodging facility, resort or rental car company.
