(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated September 24, 2013, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
(b) A median or barrier shall be installed and maintained along Oak Bluff Lane to prevent westbound left turn access into the site; subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Use (COU). 

(c) At the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance, a minimum of one vehicular and pedestrian cross access easement with the property to the south shall be installed and maintained. The maximum width shall be twenty-four (24) feet. Such cross access easement shall be included in all plan submittals.
(d) The developer shall pursue and provide documentation of request for a north bound dedicated left turn lane on San Jose Boulevard, south of Oak Bluff Lane which may require relocation of the off-site driveway, subject to FDOT approval at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance.”; and
(5) Renumber the remaining Sections; and 

(6) Strike Exhibit 3 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 3; and

Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.

(2) One (1) street frontage sign, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each linear foot of
street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area for every two
hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is permitted provided such
signs are located no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided in the Zoning
Code. Such freestanding signs shall be of a monument style or as otherwise approved by
the Planning and Development Department, not to exceed twenty-five (25) feet in height,
and shall have architectural elements and design consistent with the buildings with which
they are associated.

(3) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

(4) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of eight (8)
square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square footage used for an
under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square footage
for wall signs on the building in question. -

(5) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.
7 (6) At the exit to Oak Bluff a sign shall be erected reading: “No Truck Traffic Allowed”
