ORDINANCE 2013-713-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING RESIDENTIAL SOLICITING AND PEDDLING REQUIREMENTS; AMENDING SECTIONS 250.703 (NOTICE REGULATING RESIDENTIAL SOLICITING AND PEDDLING), 250.704 (DUTY OF SOLICITORS), AND 250.709 (DUTY OF PEDDLERS), PART 7 (RESIDENTIAL SOLICITING AND PEDDLING), CHAPTER 250 (MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR NOTICES CONCERNING SOLICITATION OR PEDDLING TO BE PLACED AT THE ENTRANCE OF A NEIGHBORHOOD UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES (IN ADDITION TO PLACEMENT ON INDIVIDUAL RESIDENCES); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Chapter 250, Part 7, Ordinance Code, among other things, sets forth requirements regarding residential soliciting and peddling; and
WHEREAS, in its current form, the enforceability of these requirements are specific to individual residential units, and do not set forth regulations that allow for “no solicitation” or “no peddling” notices to be placed at the entrance(s) of a neighborhood should a majority of such neighborhood so desire; and 
WHEREAS, it is the intent of Council to afford such situated residences the peaceable enjoyment under certain circumstances and to allow for no solicitation or no peddling notices to be placed neighborhood-wide rather than on each individual residence; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Part 7 (Residential soliciting and peddling), Chapter 250 (Miscellaneous business regulations), Ordinance Code. Sections 250.703 (Notice regulating residential soliciting and peddling), 250.704 (Duty of solicitors), and 250.709 (Duty of peddlers), Part 7 (Residential soliciting and peddling), Chapter 250 (Miscellaneous business regulations), Ordinance Code, are hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 250. MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS REGULATIONS
* * *

PART 7. RESIDENTIAL SOLICITING AND PEDDLING
* * *

Sec. 250.703. Notice regulating residential soliciting and peddling.
Every person desiring to secure the protection provided by the regulations pertaining to soliciting and peddling contained in this Part, shall substantially comply with the following directions, set forth herein.

(a) Notice of the determination by the occupant(s) of giving invitation to solicitors, or the refusal of invitation to solicitors, to any residence(s), shall be given in the manner following:

A clearly legible notice size shall be exhibited upon or near the main entrance door to the residence, indicating the determination by the occupant, containing the applicable words, similar to the following:
"No Solicitors"

or

"No Solicitors Allowed or Invited."

or

"No Peddlers"

or

"No Peddlers Allowed or Invited."
(b)
Any such card so exhibited shall constitute sufficient notice to any solicitor or peddler of the determination by the occupant of the residence(s) that any peddling or soliciting by any person is prohibited at such residence(s).

(c)
Notice of the determination as set forth in Section 250.703(a) may be made by the residents of a neighborhood on behalf of a neighborhood by placing the referenced notice at the main entrance(s) of the neighborhood. Any such card so exhibited shall constitute sufficient notice to any solicitor or peddler of the determination by the neighborhood that any peddling or soliciting by any person is prohibited at each of the residences of the neighborhood. To effectuate the enforceability of this Section 250.703(c) by the City, a neighborhood shall first provide the Director of the Department a copy of a petition (on a form acceptable to the Department) executed by the property owners owning at least 60 percent of the total property ownership in a particular neighborhood that such owners wish to so notify any such peddler and/or solicitor accordingly of such prohibition.  The petition shall designate the boundaries of the particular neighborhood subject to the prohibition and identify to which property within such boundary each signatory to the petition belongs. 
(d)
The provisions of this Part shall not apply to constitutionally protected political speech.
Sec. 250.704. Duty of solicitors. 

(a)
It shall be the duty of every solicitor upon going onto any premises in the City upon which a residence as herein defined is located, to first examine the notice provided for in this ordinance, if any is attached, and be governed by the statement contained on any notice.

(b)
If the notice substantially complies with Section 250.703(a)(1), then the solicitor, whether permitted or registered or not, shall immediately and peacefully depart from the premises or neighborhood.  If a neighborhood has placed a notice at its entrance restricting solicitation, it shall be up to the solicitor to contact the City to verify the geographic boundaries to which such restriction applies.
(c)
Any solicitor who has gained entrance to any residence, whether invited or not, shall immediately and peacefully depart from the premises when requested to do so by the occupant.

Sec. 250.709. Duty of peddlers.

(a)
It shall be the duty of every peddler, as defined in this Chapter, upon going onto any premises in the City upon which a residence as herein defined is located, to first examine the notice provided for in this ordinance, if any is attached, and be governed by the statement contained on any notice.

(b)
If the notice complies with Section 250.703(a)(1), then the peddler, whether or not he has a permit pursuant to this Chapter, shall immediately and peacefully depart from the premises or neighborhood.  If a neighborhood has placed a notice at its entrance restricting peddling, it shall be up to the peddler to contact the City to verify the geographic boundaries to which such restriction applies.
(c)
Any peddler who has gained entrance to any residence, whether invited or not, shall immediately and peacefully depart from the premises when requested to do so by the occupant.
