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ORDINANCE 2014-15
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY A TRANSFER AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ACCEPT, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A TRANSFER OF ROADWAY TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION BY MEANS OF A FDOT RIGHT OF WAY MAP WHICH TRANSFERS TO THE CITY RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE ROAD RIGHT OF WAY AND OPERATION, MAINTENANCE, AND REPAIR FOR PORTIONS OF NEW STATE ROAD 23 FROM THE CLAY COUNTY LINE TO I-10 IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 11 AND 12; PROVIDING FOR RECORDING OF EXISTING RIGHTS OF WAY MAPS IN THE PUBLIC LAND RECORDS BY THE CITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Transfer and Maintenance Agreement approved and execution authorized.

There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Transfer and Maintenance Agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation, place on file with the Legislative Services Division.

Section 2.

Roadway Transfer Approved.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor is hereby authorized to accept, for and on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, a transfer of roadway to the City of Jacksonville from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), such transfer to be effectuated by an FDOT Right of Way Map (the “Map”) to be recorded with the Clerk of the Circuit Court. A copy of the Map is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.  The Map transfers to the City of Jacksonville responsibility for the road right of way and for the operation, maintenance, and repair of the roadway, including all bridges, if applicable, and all curbs, culverts, drainage structures, sidewalks, bike paths, and other ways within the right of way at the time of transfer for portions of new State Road 23 from the Clay County line to I-10 in Council Districts 11 and 12. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
