Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to harden a warehouse at 909 Haines Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206. The warehouse will be used to store and secure DHS-procured disaster and mass casualty response equipment for the Duval County Emergency Preparedness Division (“EPD”), the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department (“JFRD”), the Duval County Department of Health (“DCDOH”), and the Jacksonville Port Authority (“JPA”). The grant was awarded by the Federal Emergency Management Administration on September 1, 2013, for the term September 1, 2013 through August 31, 2015. $187,500.00 of the $250,000.00 match is authorized for fiscal year 2014 with the remaining $62,500.00 to be allocated in fiscal year 2015. A copy of the Award Letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “909 Haines Street Warehouse”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Revised Proj Info Sheet, July 15, 2014 – Finance” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in a delay in securing vital homeland security equipment and assets in a single secure and monitored warehouse facility. This equipment includes: mass casualty disaster medical supplies; chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, and explosive (CBRNE) prevention and detection equipment; urban search and rescue equipment; and, post-disaster mitigation supplies. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.
