WATSON, JR., As trustee of the william a. watson, jr. revocable trust, FROM residential medium density-a (rmd-a) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT multi-family DWELLINGS AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE cruz road PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, William A. Watson, Jr., as Trustee of the William A. Watson Jr. Revocable Trust, the owner of approximately 1.19(  acres located in Council District 4 at the south side of Cruz Road, between University Boulevard and Spring Glen Road (R.E. No(s) 135502-0000 and 135503-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated March 31, 2014, and written description dated September 12, 2013, for the Cruz Road PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit multi-family dwellings as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition.
This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated February 19, 2014 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

Section 3.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

Section 4.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by William A. Watson, Jr., as Trustee of the William A. Watson, Jr. Revocable Trust, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is L. Charles Mann, Mann-Pellicer, 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 3211; (904)721-1546.

Section 5.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Ploperty”, is legally described on Exhibit
1. The Property is identified as land described under Real Estate Numbers 135502-0000
and 135503-0000, of the: Duval County Tax Assessor’s Map. The: Propeity is titled in the
name of William A. Watson, Jr. Revocable Trust. The Property contains 1.19 acres+/- and
is located on the Southside of Cruz Road, 700 ft west of University Boulevard. Currently the.
Property has a MDR Land Use and a RMD-A zoning. The Property is surrounded by MDR
CGC Land Use and CCG-1, RMD-A and RMD-D zoning. Our proposed PUD will allow
fourteen (14) units five (5) duplex and one quadraplex to be built on six (6) existing lots..
