An ordinance appropriating $11,269.24 ($2,769.24 from the Florida department of Transportation (FDOT) and up to $8,500.00 from the jacksonville chamber of commerce) BY REALLOCATING UNSPENT FUNDS FROM THE CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION AND ENGINEERING/DESIGN ACCOUNT TO THE OTHER CONSTRUCTION ACCOUNT SO AS TO ALIGN SUCH FUNDS WITH THE APPROPRIATE TASK, AS AMENDED BY THE FDOT IN LOCAL AGENCY PROGRAM SUPPLEMENTAL NUMBER THREE TO THE WEST CENTRAL CIVIC CORE AGREEMENT FOR THE CURRENT JACKSONVILLE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE LANDSCAPE PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-037; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2014-2015; AMENDING THE 2013-2018 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2013-465-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “CIVIC CORE – DOWNTOWN ENHANCEMENTS”; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2014-2015.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reallocate unspent funds from the Contract Administration and Engineering/Design Account to the Other Construction Account so as to align such funds with the appropriate task, as amended by the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) in Local Agency Program Supplemental Number Three to the West Central Civic Core Agreement for the current Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce landscape project. The Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce has agreed to reimburse the City for expenses up to the anticipated amount of $8,500.00; however, the final amount will be adjusted to the actual cost paid by the City upon completion of the landscape project. A copy of the White Paper for the landscape project is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. 
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Local Agency Program Supplemental Number Three, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Civic Core – Downtown Enhancements”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in loss of FDOT funds and reimbursement from the Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce for their landscape project. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

~ Overall Legislation Purpose

FDOT has requested that we move unspent funds from Contract Administration
$2,703.96 and Engineering/Design ($65.28) for a total of $2,769.24 to Other
Construction cost to align the funds with the appropriate task as amended by FDOT in
Supplemental Amendment #3 for the West Central Civic Core agreement and apply
them to the construction costs for the current Jax Chamber of Commerce Landscape
project.

The Jax Chamber of Commerce Landscape project is funded with FDOT funds in the
amount of $477,711.13 and COJ CIP funds in the amount of $7,407.87. Re-allocation
of the existing grant funds will be used to replace $2,769.24 of the COJ funds.
