AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $2,000,000 FROM THE Riverwalk Development Project TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR SOUTHBANK RIVERWALK IMPROVEMENTS; AMENDING THE 2013-2018 FIVE YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2013-465-E FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “SOUTHBANK RIVERWALK IMPROVEMENTS” AND “RIVERWALK DEVELOPMENT”; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 2.
 
Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the completion of the Southbank Riverwalk to its existing terminus at the Duval County School Board property.
Section 3. 
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to decrease funding for the project entitled “Riverwalk Development Project” and to provide additional funding for the project entitled  “Southbank Riverwalk Improvements.”  The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the public because without additional funding the City will not be able to complete the Southbank Riverwalk project to the existing terminus adjacent to the Duval County School property. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.


Section 4.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the current funding for the Southbank Riverwalk project is insufficient to complete the Southbank Riverwalk to its existing terminus point and work on the project is ongoing.

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
