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ORDINANCE 2014-200-E
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2009-211-E BY EXTENDING THE CARRYOVER PERIOD FOR THE SUSTAINABLE BUILDING PROGRAM THROUGH FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE REGULATORY COMPLIANCE DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Environmental Protection Board (“EPB”) has long had an interest and desire to protect and preserve the natural environment through the support of sustainable building practices; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council supported EPB’s sustainability efforts by passing Ordinance 2009-211-E, which established a Sustainable Building Certification Refund Program (the “SBCR Program”); and
WHEREAS, the SBCR Program was to be carried over from year to year through the 2013-2014 fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, the SBCR Program was created and announced shortly before housing construction and renovation became adversely impacted as a result of the national economic recession; and
WHEREAS, housing construction and renovation are beginning to recover and there is a desire to market again the availability of the Program; and

WHEREAS, the Beaches communities are initiating efforts to establish a Sustainable Building Program modeled after that of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, EPB, as set forth in the minutes of its November 18, 2013, Board meeting, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, approved a Resolution Supporting Extending the Sustainable Building Certification Refund Program, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, urging City Council to pass legislation carrying over the Sustainable Building Certification Refund Program an additional three years through fiscal year 2016-2017; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that Ordinance 2009-211-E should be amended to extend the carryover period for the Sustainable Building Program through fiscal year 2016-2017; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinance 2009-211-E amended.  Section 5 of Ordinance 2009-211-E is amended in part to extend the carryover period for the Sustainable Building Program through fiscal year 2016-2017, and as amended shall read as follows:

“Section 5.  Carryover.  
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover from year to year through fiscal year 2013-20142016-2017.” 
Section 2.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2009-211-E unchanged.  With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2009-211-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
Section 3. 
Oversight.

The Regulatory Compliance Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Program Administrator Report
James Richardson shared the following:

» Legislation for the EPB Education Activities (2013-558) was approved by City
Council.

¢ Council President Guilliford has selected Amy Fu to fill the vacant P.E. position on
the EPB. Amy is Director of Environmental Services with Ellis & Associates, an
environmental consulting firm. She is also a former employee of EQD. Legislation
will be introduced soon and she should begin a term around the first of th year.

e Council President Guliiford has appointed a subcommittee to review Ord 2013-209
which is the Proposed Reorganization. The committee is charged to discuss, review,
examine and make recommendation(s) to Council committees and the full Council
as it relates to reorganization of City departments and divisions by December 2nd.
They have so far scheduled 2 meetings: Wednesday, Nov. 20th at 4 pm and
Monday, Nov. 25th at 4 pm. At the Chair's direction, | will continue to monitor this
and keep the Chair and the Board aware of meetings and potential actions.

» the Regional Community Institute of Northeast Florida (RCI) has completed its policy
review and reports on sea level rise. A Regional Action Plan was approved by the
Northeast Florida Regional Council last week, and implementation steps are
beginning. The Regional Action Pian is available online and | will send a link to the
plan to the members.

+ The December Board meeting will be held on Monday, December 9th at 5 pm. The
Board hs indicated that they would like to continue it's practice of convening after
the meeting for it's fraditional holiday gathering. We will target to do that at 6 pm
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at a place soon to be identified. Committee meetings will not be held for the
month of December.

Departmental Report
John Shellhomn, Acting EQD Chief, shared a few highlights:

» the Air staff has been attending meetings on the Metro Park ordinance going
through Council. We will continue to keep the board aware.

¢ Petroleum Branch has been busy trying to handle bids for tanks cleanup work
that the state is in a hurry to do.

* Ruby Tucker was involved in an accident. She is recovering and is expected
back to work next week.

» City Departments are busy working on Scorecards. This is a return to
Performance Management. Scorecards will be posted for the public to see
where departments stand.

The Duval Delegation will be meeting on Thursday.
Budget process has begun.

In response to questions about the vacant Chief position, he shared that the position
was reposted and closed today. Board expressed concern with the review of
candidates in previous applicants and if there are issues that are making the position
hard to identify quaiified applicants. They would like someone in the position soon as
EQD functions are suffering. Mr. Flowe pointed out that the change in the position
posted is that the Environmental Manager position is an Appointed Employee and
would not require Council approval. This position is currently not in City structure, but
would be in the Phase Il Reorganization. There was discussion of the change in
qualifications posted in the new position. They expressed concern with the vacant
position and if it will now be impacted with the pending recrganization.

Question was raised as to the status of the Title V Program. Mr. Shellhorn indicated that
the official response to the audit has been submitted. He shared that there now
appears to be interest in the ambient air monitoring program. We are monitoring that.
The chair expressed a desire to know what is the City's official position on the Title V
program is — are we satisfied with the status quo or what is trying to be achieved. Mr.
Shellhorm indicated that he would inquire of the Director.

Question was raised as to the status update on Erosion & Sediment Control issues
provided by the Public Works Director. After some discussion and additional questions
were raised, board members were asked to send specific questions to Mr. Richardson
who would forward them to Mr. Robinson for clarification.

e EPB 2013-14 Legislative Positions

+ Transmittal letter to Governor Scott - EPB Legislative Positions
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The Chair asked to address the first two items together. Question was raised
about the SJRWMD sale of surplus lands and whether it was an issue the EPB
wanted to take a position on. It was decided that the Board would receive
more information on the topic and determine if they want to take a position at
a later date. It was discussed that the postions might be revised to be
presented in a priority manner. Ambient Air Quality should be moved higher up
as an example. It was decided that a survey would be sent to the members
seeking their input on priority ranking. Mr. Richardson will revise the positions so
that they are in priority order. The Chair entertained a motion to approve the
postions and the letter for distribution. The motion was properly seconded and
approved by the body.

Discussion tock place concerning the nulber of years that the positions have
remainded the same and time might be right to have some in depth discussion
about them. It was decided that the Board would hold a workshop on the topic
before the 2014 legisiative session.

Resolution - Sustainable Building Certification Refund Program Corrybver
Request

Mr. Richardson shared details on the above refenced program and the fact
that the legislation included a sunset of the program at the close of the 2013/14
fiscal year. There are a number of variables that have occurred which has
$76,000 remaining for use out of the $100,000 set aside. There are thoughts on
how to remarket the program and there is also interest from the Beaches
communities to adopt Sustainable Building Ordinances and he would like the
program to be in place for a couple of years to allow these to happen.

There was discussion as to if the two years was enough time. The members
decided that three years was a better time frame. A motion was made to
approve the Resolution seeking a three year extension of the carryover which
was properly seconded and approved by the body.

Mr. Richardson shared that the memo was done and provided to the Chair.
There was discussion regarding the purpose of the request for the memo.
The Chair will work with Mr. Richardson on how best fo share the information
with the Council.

o Members may retain current assignment or request new assignment
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The Chair discussed his thoughts on the formation of a new board level committee.
The committee would focus on Education & Outreach. The EPB awards would also
be a part of the charge of the committee. He will do it as an ad-hoc through the
remcinder of his term which concludes in October. Discussion took place among
the members with input from Mr. Richardson. The Chair decided that he would put
more thoughts to the topic and list out more information about the charge of the
committee and bring it back for further discussion.

Mr. Richardson shared thoughts previously expressed about the board desire
fo have some fime set aside for substanitive discussion around topics of
interest and importance to the Board. Discussion ensued around how they
might take place and how they may be structured. It was decided that the
board would try to have workshops periodically that would occur
immediately prior to the monthly board meetings. They may begin aropund
the first of the year.

WHEREAS, the Beaches communities are initiating efforts to establish a Sustainable Building Program modeled after
that of the City of Jacksonville; and :

WHEREAS, the SBCR Program would provide an enhancement and incentive for the construction and renovation of

sustainable homes in the Beaches communities;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Environmental Protection Board continues its support and desires that
City Council pass legislation carrying over the Sustainable Building Certification Refund Program an additional three
years through the 2016-2017 fiscal year.
