Bill Summary: This ordinance establishes an honorary street designation on a segment of Blossom Road extending from Edgewood Avenue to Lippia Road; provides for the installation of two honorary roadway markers to be located in appropriate locations on the designated roadway in Council District 10.
Background Information:  A native of Jacksonville and graduate of Edward Waters College, Walter H. Matthews began a successful construction business in 1959 becoming the first African American contractor to receive a contractor’s license and bond from the City of Jacksonville.  W.H. Mathews Construction Company’s diverse staff of masonry and construction workers built Fire Station No. 36 at the corner of Blossom Drive and Lippia Road. Among his many accomplishments, Mr. Matthews received the National President of the Minority Contractors Association Award in 1972. A plane crash tragically took his life at age 33.  A private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers.
