TRANSPORTATION, ENERGY AND UTILITIES AMENDMENT

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2014-210:
(1) On page 1, Lines 5-6, strike “CONCERNING THE APPEAL BY CHRISTOPHER AND LEILA WADLEY OF A” and insert “AFFIRMING THE”; 
(2) On page 1, Lines 15-16, insert “DENYING THE APPEAL BY CHRISTOPHER AND LEILA WADLEY” after “POLICY”;
(3) On page 2, line 31 strike Section 2 in its entirety and insert new Sections 2, 3, and 4 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Finding of Sufficiency. The Council finds that the appeal was complete, timely filed and the appellant had standing. 

Section 3.
 
Finding Regarding Application of Criteria.  The City Council finds that the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee correctly applied the criteria set forth in Section 745.223, Ordinance Code, in that the decision of the Committee with regard to all properties along the roadway, correctly resolves the non-logical pattern or sequence along the roadway in a manner that is consistent with the public interest.
Section 4.

Affirmance of 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Decision.  Based upon the findings in Section 3 above, the decision of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee shall be affirmed, and the appellant’s street address shall change from 12819 Mandarin Road to 12833 Mandarin Road. The appeal by Christopher and Leila Wadley is DENIED.”;
(4) Renumber the remaining Sections; and
(5) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
