AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR SUPPLEMENTAL FUNDING FOR THE CITY’S LITIGATION, EXPERT WITNESS, AND SPECIAL COUNSEL COSTS IN THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL’S ANCILLARY LEGAL ACCOUNTS; APPROPRIATING $400,000 FROM OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL RETAINED EARNINGS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-047; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, all of the City of Jacksonville’s expert witness, special counsel, and other trial and litigation costs are funded out of the Office of General Counsel’s Ancillary Legal Charges account; and


WHEREAS, the funding needs of the Office of General Counsel’s Ancillary Legal Charges account are never certain, and the account is traditionally supplemented throughout the year as the litigation needs of the City are ascertained; and

WHEREAS, the Office of General Counsel advises that an additional $400,000 is needed within the account to address funding obligations, and sufficient funds in the Office of General Counsel’s Retained Earnings Account are available for these purposes; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
