ORDINANCE 2014-256-E
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY TO ENTER INTO INTER-LOCAL AGREEMENTS (“AGREEMENTS”) WITH COUNTIES,  PUBLIC HOUSING AUTHORITIES, AND OTHER GOVERNMENTAL ENTITIES IN FLORIDA TO ADMINISTER ASSISTED HOUSING PROGRAMS AND PERFORM CONTRACT PROPERTY MANAGEMENT SERVICES FOR PUBLIC AND AFFORDABLE HOUSING PROGRAMS FOR THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT (“HUD”) IN THE AREAS OF OPERATION OF SAID COUNTIES, PUBLIC HOUSING AUTHORITIES AND OTHER GOVERNMENTAL ENTITIES (COLLECTIVELY, THE “PUBLIC ENTITITES”); PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL OF THE AGREEMENTS BY HUD AND COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE HUD REGULATIONS, SUBJECT TO THE MUTUAL AGREEMENT OF THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY AND THE APPLICABLE PUBLIC ENTITIY REGARDING THE AGREEMENT TERMS; PROVIDING FOR LIMITATION ON AUTHORITY; PROVIDING FOR LIBERAL CONSTRUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Housing Authority (“Authority”) administers HUD assisted housing programs and public and affordable housing property management for Duval County; and

WHEREAS, there is a growing need for additional low-income and affordable housing in Duval County; and

WHEREAS, the Authority has over 17,000 applicants on its low-income housing waitlist and the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) funding for housing programs has been reduced significantly over the past several years; and

WHEREAS, the Authority seeks to assist counties, public housing authorities and other governmental entities (collectively, the “Public Entities”) in Florida by efficiently administering HUD assisted housing programs and performing contract property management services for public and affordable housing programs within the areas of operation of the Public Entities; and
WHEREAS, by assisting the Public Entities in Florida, the Authority would earn additional revenue through administration fees and such additional revenue would be used to acquire additional low-income and affordable housing in Duval County; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority (pursuant to the minutes and Authority Resolution made at its general meeting on February 18, 2014, as set forth in composite materials placed on file with the Legislative Services Division) has requested the City Council to authorize the Authority to enter into such inter-local agreements subject to the provisions of this ordinance; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.
  Incorporation of Recitals.  The recitals above are true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.
  Authorization to Enter into Inter-local agreements with Public Entities in Florida.  The Authority is authorized to enter into inter-local agreements with Public Entities in Florida to administer HUD assisted housing programs and to perform contract property management services for public and affordable housing programs within the areas of operation of the Public Entities.
Section 3. Inter-Local Agreements Subject to Approval by HUD and Compliance with Applicable HUD Regulations.  All such Agreements entered into by the Authority shall be subject to the approval of HUD and the mutual agreement of the Authority, the public housing authority and the governing body of the county regarding the agreement terms.  All such Agreements shall be in compliance with applicable HUD regulations and reviewed and approved by the Office of General Counsel as to form.  
Section 4.  Limitation on Authority.  This ordinance shall not be construed to confer upon the Authority the power to acquire, lease, construct, improve and operate housing projects outside of Duval County, Florida.  
Section 5.  Providing for Liberal Construction. The provisions of this ordinance shall be liberally construed to effect its purposes and shall be deemed cumulative, supplemental and alternative for the exercise of the powers provided herein.
Section 6.
 Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
