NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY the Jacksonville Transportation

1. The Board authorizes the Chief Executive Officer, or his designee, to grant a one-
time $200,000 subsidy, in the form of a $16,667 monthly installment, on behalf of the
Jacksonville Transportation Authority for the Fiscal Year 2014 Operating Budget of
the St. Johns River Ferry.

2. The Board authorizes the Chief Executive Officer, or his designee, to grant this one
time subsidy contingent upon the St. Johns River Ferry Commission providing a
monthly financial performance report and a long-term operating and capital funding
plan to the Authority.

3. The Board authorizes the Chief Executive Officer, or his designee, to sign any
agreements, certifications, contracts, and other documents associated with this
contribution.
