Sec. 111.155. Sports and Entertainment Board Trust Fund.

There is created an account to be known as the Sports and Entertainment Board Trust Fund, into which shall be deposited funds appropriated from time to time by Council and all event-related monies including, but not limited to, ticket sales, donations, gifts, sponsorship underwriting fees, advertising charges and commissions, and event participation fees which are sold by the Office of Sports and Entertainment Board or given to the Office of  Sports and Entertainment Board from nongovernmental sources, together with interest thereon. These funds are designated to pay commissioned advertising expenses and to assist in subsidizing events and in defraying the direct costs and expenses associated with events that are sponsored or co-sponsored by the Office of Sports and Entertainment Board, as such events are determined by the Office of Sports and Entertainment Board. The Sports and Entertainment Officer, and the Director of Finance shall make disbursements from this fund upon the written requisition of the The Sports and Entertainment Officer, and the Director of Finance shall make disbursements from this fund upon the written requisition of the Chief Administrative Officer Mayor, or his or her designee. The Sport and Entertainment Officer shall ensure payment for all direct expenses and operating expenses for any Sports and Entertainment Officer requested use of the Facility Venues.  Any use of the Facility Venues shall require prior to the event either i) City Council approval or ii) certification from the Facilities Manager, which shall not be unreasonably  withheld, that no direct expenses are being added to the approved  budget and being charged as an operating expense. The Sports and Entertainment Officer Board shall approve, after consultation with the facilities manager when appropriate regarding the availability of the venue, all fixed dollar amount promotional and/or sponsorship contracts and agreements with promoters, co-sponsors and other public or private parties or entities which are necessary both to outline and define the duties and responsibilities of the Office of Sports and Entertainment Board and such other persons or entities, and the Mayor Chief Administrative Officer, or his or her designee, is authorized to negotiate and execute such fixed dollar amount promotional and/or sponsorship contracts and agreements, provided, however, that the Financial Service Officer (a/k/a the Chief Financial Officer) shall certify on such contracts or agreements that there are current funds available (i.e. funds are on account at the time of contract execution) in this trust fund to fund the particular event in question, and provided further that an assistant general counsel in the Office of General Counsel shall approve such contracts and agreements as to form. All event-related monies and interest placed into this trust fund are hereby appropriated for the purposes of this trust fund and all appropriations (event-related monies and City-provided funding) shall not lapse at the close of any fiscal year, but instead shall carry over to the next fiscal year. 

The Sports and Entertainment Officer, no later than 60 days after the last day of a sports event where Trust Fund money was used, shall deliver to the Financial Services Officer (a/k/a the Chief Financial Officer), Council Members and the Council Auditor a complete accounting of revenues by source and expenditures by category and source including but not limited to General Fund, Trust Fund and any other funds, on a form agreed to by the Sports and Entertainment Officer, the Financial Services Officer/CFO and the Council Auditor.

Sec. 55.202. Powers; functions and duties of the Economic Development Officer Regarding Sports Complex and Other Designated Facilities. 

The Economic Development Officer (the "Officer") shall have the following powers, functions and duties with respect to the Sports Complex facilities (including but not limited to the Veterans Memorial Arena, the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville, EverBank Field), the Convention Center, the Times Union Performing Arts Center, and any other facility assigned to the Officer by Council (collectively hereinafter referred to as the "facilities" or the "facility"):

The OED shall be responsible for the operation and maintenance of the facilities (whether directly or through a facility manager retained in accordance with the requirements and limitations of Chapter 126), and the Mayor, or his or her designee, may execute agreements with sponsors, promoters, exhibitors, performers and other persons for the use of the facility, including agreements with renters of the facility to staff and maintain restroom facilities at the facility through contractual services, volunteers or through a nominal gratuity system, approved by the Officer. A nominal gratuity system would allow the City to include parking and/or meals complimentary to the volunteers, pursuant to a budget previously approved by Council. Except for revenue producing events approved by contract, all other use of the facilities shall be reserved to the City.

The OED shall participate in and make recommendations to the Mayor and the Council concerning the planning and financing of city sponsored events at the facilities.

The OED shall solicit and generate bids for the direct marketing for city sponsored events to be held at the facilities.

Section 55.203. Office of International Trade.

There is created and established as a function in OED the Office of International Trade. The International Trade office shall enhance the City’s efforts to make Jacksonville a global trade destination and develop actionable plans to promote greater global trade and economic competitiveness. The office will help to manage the City’s participation in the Global Cities Initiative, a joint project of Brookings and JPMorgan Chase. It will serve as the principal City liaison with the Jacksonville Port Authority, Jacksonville Airport Authority, JAX Chamber, Jacksonville Sister Cities Association, and other stakeholders on international trade and exchanges.
Sec. 55.204. Public Parking. 

The Office of Public Parking shall be responsible for all City parking lots and parking garages and for the enforcement of parking laws. To the extent the ordinance code refers to the "Public Parking Officer," for purposes of this ordinance, such terms shall be defined and shall mean the Economic Development Officer or his or her designee. This Office shall further be responsible for the following:

Enforce registration, licensing, inspection and safety regulations for taxicabs, limousines, vessels for hire, vehicles for hire, wreckers and school buses;

The function of the Special Events Office is moved within OED.

(b) The OED no later than 60 days after the last day of an event, shall deliver to the Financial Services Officer (a/k/a the Chief Financial Officer) and the Council Auditor a complete accounting of revenues by source, and expenditures by category and source including, but not limited to, General Fund, Trust Fund, and any other funds.
Sec. 55.206. Office of Public-Private Partnerships.

There is created and established as a function in OED the Office of Public-Private Partnerships. The Public-Private Partnerships office shall advocate and facilitate private sector and non-profit community involvement in the delivery of public services. The Office of Public-Private Partnerships shall be responsible for identification of Public-Private Partnerships opportunities, benchmarking and assessment of opportunities, ensuring the development of a program design, relationship management, identification of funding mechanisms to support the initiatives, and the tracking of value created through public private partnerships.

(b) Identification of Sports and Entertainment opportunities, benchmarking and assessment of opportunities, ensuring the development of a program design, relationship management, identification of funding mechanisms to support the events, and the tracking of value created through sports and entertainment opportunities;

(c) Overseeing the Sports and Entertainment Trust Fund, pursuant to Section 111.155, Ordinance Code. 
(d) Operating the Office of Special Events; 

(e) Operating the Jacksonville Film and Television Office; 
(f) Provide support to the Mayor's Advisory Commission on Television, Motion Picture and Commercial Production established by Executive Order 99-3.
Sec. 54.102. Sports and Entertainment Officer. 

The chief operating officer of the Office of Sports and Entertainment shall be the Sports and Entertainment Officer (the "Officer"), who shall be appointed by the Mayor subject to the confirmation by Council. The Officer shall have a bachelor's degree or higher from an accredited university or college. The officer shall possess at least 5 years professional experience in sports and/or entertainment management, with a preference given to a candidate with collegiate, Olympic, professional, or municipal sports experience. The Officer shall be responsible for managing the affairs of the Office subject to the supervision of, and shall serve at the pleasure of, the Mayor. The Officer shall also serve as an administrative aide to the Mayor. The Officer will employ the personnel to administer and operate the Office in accordance with applicable law, available appropriations, and employee authorizations. The Officer shall have such other duties and responsibilities as required by the Mayor. The Officer's salary shall be set by the Mayor.

Sec. 54.103. Powers; Functions and duties of the Sports and Entertainment Officer regarding the Sports Complex and Other Designated Facilities.

Sec. 54.104. Special Events. 
The function of the Special Events Office is housed within Office of Sports and Entertainment. 

(a) The Office of Sports and Entertainment shall be responsible for the coordination, planning, and implementation of all special events conducted by the City, and implement the provisions of Chapter 191 (Special Events), Ordinance Code. 

(b) The Office of Sports and Entertainment no later than 60 days after the last day of an event, shall deliver to the Financial Services Officer (a/k/a the Chief Financial Officer) and the Council Auditor a complete accounting of revenues by source, and expenditures by category and source including, but not limited to, General Fund, Trust Fund, and any other funds.

The Office of Public-Private Partnerships shall be responsible for identification of Public-Private Partnerships opportunities, benchmarking and assessment of opportunities, ensuring the development of a program design, relationship management, identification of funding mechanisms to support the initiatives, and the tracking of value created through public private partnerships.

Section 6. 
Prospective Effective Date. The prospective effective date of this legislation shall be October 1, 2014. The funding and budgets shall occur within the 2014-2015 City Budget. Funding for all employees, positions and items associated with this legislation shall be accounted for in the 2014-2015 City Budget.
Section 7. 
Authorizing the Council Auditor’s and General Counsel’s Office to make “Technical Amendments”.  The Council Auditors and the General Counsel’s Offices are authorized to take all necessary action in connection with this legislation, to execute the finalization and codification of the legislation to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance as recommended by the Council Committees and enacted by Council, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" including updating division, and departmental name changes throughout the code, and do not change the fiscal impact and, further provided, that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.

There is hereby created a Sports and Entertainment Board for the City (hereinafter called the
