An ordinance Recognizing a $25,000 gift FROM WAYNE HOGAN OF THE tERRELL HOGAN LAW FIRM As a donation to the city and deposited into the Community Activities Trust Fund (111.105(b))to be used FOR (1) A FULL PROGRAM OF SCHOOL BEATS ACADEMY AT ONE SUMMER NIGHT LIGHTS (SNL) SITE FOR EIGHT WEEKS ($8,500) AND (2) FREE SWIM LESSONS FOR MORE THAN 600 YOUTH WHOSE FAMILIES DEMONSTRATE FINANCIAL NEED AS PART OF THE WATERPROOF JACKSONVILLE PROGRAM ($16,500); apprOVING, pursuant to Section 111.105(b) (Community Activities Trust Fund), Ordinance code,  SUCH EXPENDITURES; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Section 111.105(b), Ordinance Code, established the Community Activities Trust Fund (the “Trust Fund”); and


WHEREAS, Wayne Hogan of the Terrell Hogan Law Firm has donated $25,000 to the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services, such donation to be deposited into the Trust Fund, but has stipulated that $8,500 of that amount be spent on the School Beats Academy Program and that the balance of $16,500 be spent on the Waterproof Jacksonville Program; and

WHEREAS, such expenditures will cause aggregate fiscal year spending on operational expenses from the Trust Fund to be in excess of $25,000; and

WHEREAS, Section 111.105(b) provides that aggregate fiscal year spending on operational expenses in excess of $25,000 requires Council approval; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Recognizing Gift. There is hereby recognized a $25,000 gift from Wayne Hogan of the Terrell Hogan Law Firm as a donation to the City and deposited into the Community Activities Trust Fund (111.105(b). The Trust Fund requires Council approval of expenditures from the fund that exceed $25,000 in the aggregate. By action of Council through this legislation, Council hereby approves the expenditure of the $25,000 herein, and therefore these funds shall not be “counted” toward the aggregate expenditures noted in Section 111.105(b), Ordinance Code.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the gift in Section 1 is to provide funding for (i) a full program of School Beats Academy at one Summer Night Lights (SNL) site for eight weeks ($8,500) and (ii) free swim lessons for more than 600 youth whose families demonstrate financial need as part of the Waterproof Jacksonville Program ($16,500).
Section 3.

Approval of expenditures.
There is hereby approved, pursuant to Section 111.105(b), Ordinance Code, the expenditure of funds from the Trust Fund for the purposes set forth in Section 3.
Section 4.

Departmental Oversight.  The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.
  
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
