An ordinance appropriating A $25,000 donaTION FROM WAYNE HOGAN OF THE tERRELL HOGAN LAW FIRM FOR (1) A FULL PROGRAM OF SCHOOL BEATS ACADEMY AT ONE SUMMER NIGHT LIGHTS (SNL) SITE FOR EIGHT WEEKS ($8,500) AND (2) FREE SWIM LESSONS FOR MORE THAN 600 YOUTH WHOSE FAMILIES DEMONSTRATE FINANCIAL NEED AS PART OF THE WATERPROOF JACKSONVILLE PROGRAM ($16,500), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-056; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; apprOVING, pursuant to Section 111.105(b) (Community Activities Trust Fund), Ordinance code,  SUCH EXPENDITURES; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Section 111.105(b), Ordinance Code, established the Community Activities Trust Fund (the “Trust Fund”); and


WHEREAS, Wayne Hogan of the Terrell Hogan Law Firm has donated $25,000 to the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services, such donation to be deposited into the Trust Fund, but has stipulated that $8,500 of that amount be spent on the School Beats Academy Program and that the balance of $16,500 be spent on the Waterproof Jacksonville Program; and

WHEREAS, such expenditures will cause aggregate fiscal year spending on operational expenses from the Trust Fund to be in excess of $25,000; and

WHEREAS, Section 111.105(b) provides that aggregate fiscal year spending on operational expenses in excess of $25,000 requires Council approval; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
