Bill Summary: The ordinance names the new State Attorney’s Office located at 311 West Monroe Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, as the “T. Edward Austin State Attorney’s Office.”
Background Information:  Ed Austin practiced law in a number of capacities in Jacksonville in the 1960s, first as an assistant country solicitor, then as the 4th Judicial Circuit’s first Public Defender when that position was first created, then elected as State Attorney for a partial term before resigning to accept an appointment as the City’s third General Counsel by Mayor Hans Tanzler; he subsequently won election to five terms as State Attorney for a 22-year tenure.  He was ultimately elected Mayor of Jacksonville.
