Therapies, Inc.; pROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND Northeast Florida Equestrian Society/H.O.R.S.E. Therapies, Inc. to OPERATE and manage THE EQUESTRIAN CENTER; WAIVING CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, in part; Waiving Chapter 667 (Park Vending), Ordinance Code, in its entirety; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2014-2015.


Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the transitional expenses of the Jacksonville Equestrian Center to Northeast Florida Equestrian Society/H.O.R.S.E. Therapies, Inc. A copy of the transitional costs is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 4.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, an Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Northeast Florida Equestrian Society/H.O.R.S.E. Therapies, Inc., to operate and manage the Equestrian Center, in substantially the same form placed Revised On File with the Division of Legislative Services.
Section 5.

Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, waived in Part. Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to the extent necessary so as to allow Northeast Florida Equestrian Society/H.O.R.S.E. Therapies, Inc., to use its own procurement policies for purchases of (i) goods and services of $10,000 or less, (ii) insurance products, and (iii) professional services other than architectural, engineering, and other services covered by Florida Statutes Section 287.055.


Section 6. 
Chapter 667 (Park Vending), Ordinance Code, waived. Chapter 667 (Park Vending), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived in its entirety so as to allow Northeast Florida Equestrian Society/H.O.R.S.E. Therapies, Inc. to enter into contracts with park vendors and not require those vendors to register with the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
