RESOLUTION 2014-333-W
A RESOLUTION URGING THE ADMINISTRATION TO IMMEDIATELY COORDINATE WITH THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL TO draft legislation to amend the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code to delete the ability of a RETAIL STORE WITH SALES AND SERVICE OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES FOR OFF-PREMISES CONSUMPTION (INCLUDING liquor, BEER AND WINE) to locate IN A ZONING DISTRICT AS A PERMISSABLE USE by exception; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council urges the Administration to immediately coordinate with the Office of General Counsel to draft legislation to amend the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code to delete the ability of a retail store with sales and service of alcoholic beverages for off-premises consumption (including liquor, beer and wine) to locate in a zoning district as a permissible use by exception.

Section 2.

The Legislative Services Division and the Office of General Counsel are directed to consult and take such actions as will allow for the consideration and final vote of the legislation at the earliest possible time.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Resolution, expressing the internal will and addressing the internal affairs of the Council, shall become effective upon signature by the Council President.
