An ordiNAnce APPROPRIATING $220,000 FROM THE FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION (fHWA) TO REIMBURSE THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FOR COSTS AND EXPENSES INCURRED AS A DIRECT RESULT OF TROPICAL STORM DEBBY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-052; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE EMERGENCY LOCAL GOVERNMENT EMERGENCY RELIEF REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT (THE “AGREEMENT”) UPON ITS RECEIPT FROM FHWA,; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) has established an emergency relief program, codified at 23 USC § 125; and

WHEREAS, the FHWA has, as a result of Executive Order FL-12-01, dated June 25, 2012, for Emergency Event Tropical Storm Debby (the “Event”), authorized funding to be provided to the Public Works Department of the City of Jacksonville for relief from the damage caused by said Event; and

WHEREAS, the Emergency Local Government Emergency Relief Reimbursement Agreement (the “Agreement”) provides for reimbursement to the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) for emergency relief; and

WHEREAS, the City has incurred certain costs and expenses as a direct result of the Event; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that emergency repairs are necessary and that the costs and expenses of said repairs are eligible for reimbursement up to 80%, depending on the amount of allocation made by FHWA; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 334.044(7), Florida Statutes, the Department may enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Jacksonville for the work contemplated; and

WHEREAS, an ordinance of the City Council is necessary to provide authorization for the City to enter into the Agreement and receive Tropical Storm Debby funds at 80% of the total cost for the Nocatee Parkway Erosion Repair Project and the acceptance of the grant; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville by Ordinance 2014-____-E, enacted on ___________, 2014, authorizes the proper officials to enter into the Agreement;  now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2014-2015.

Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Emergency Local Government Emergency Relief Reimbursement Agreement (the “Agreement”).

Section 4. 
Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to allow the City to accept from the FHWA funds reimbursing the City for costs and expenses incurred as a direct result of Tropical Storm Debby. Execution of this ordinance will initiate FHWA’s action to create the Agreement, which will be forwarded to the City for execution. The City has already awarded and funded a contract for the Nocatee Parkway Erosion Repair from Stormwater Enterprise Funds; reimbursement from FHWA will replace those funds.


Section 5. 
Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
