Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns a continuation grant.  The ordinance appropriates $555,233.55 to provide funding to extend the 21st Century Community Learning Center Team Up Afterschool Programs at North Shore Elementary School and Northwestern Middle School through September 30, 2015.
Background Information:  Team Up programs provide after school academic enrichment, tutoring and homework assistance at schools in disadvantaged neighborhoods.  This is the fifth and final year that the U.S. Department of Education has granted funds to the State of Florida’s 21st Century Community Learning Center Team Up Afterschool Programs.  The Children’s Commission cannot apply for a new grant from the same source.  The State, in turn, provided funds to local entities such as the Jacksonville Children’s Commission to administer the Team Up programs at various sites.  To continue the program at the North Shore Elementary School and Northwestern Middle School, the Children’ Commission pooled funding from various other sources to offset a loss in anticipated grant funds.
