AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014 JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (JCC) BUDGET; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2013-464-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE) BY APPROVING THE REVISED SECOND REVISED SCHEDULE A-2 IN ORDER TO REDUCE FUNDS INITIALLY AWARDED TO COMMUNITIES IN SCHOOLS – JAMES WELDON JOHNSON ACADEMY BY $30,000 DUE TO LOW ENROLLMENT AND TO ALLOCATE SUCH FUNDS TO SUMMER CAMP PROGRAMS; Providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-464-E, which included the 2013-2014 fiscal year budget for the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (JCC), was enacted by Council on September 25, 2013, and became effective October 1, 2013; and


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-464-E, Section 10.1, Jacksonville Children’s Commission Comprehensive Budget Transfer Powers, states “In addition, within the listing of funding provided by the Jacksonville’s Children’s Commission to agencies for children’s programs, incorporated herein as part of Second Revised Schedule A-2, Public Service Grants, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall not be permitted to transfer funds from one agency to another without City Council approval”; and


WHEREAS, at a meeting on April 16, 2014, the JCC Board of Directors voted to approve the recommendation that funds initially awarded to Communities in School – James Weldon Johnson Academy be reduced by $30,000 due to low enrollment and that such funds be allocated to summer camp programs, as reflected in the Board Action Item, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.     Amendment of Ordinance 2013-464-E to Revise JCC Second Revised Schedule A-2 for the 2013-2014 Budget.  Section 10.1 of Ordinance 2013-464-E is amended, in part, to revise Second Revised Schedule A-2 to the JCC budget. Revised Second Revised Schedule A-2 is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Rev Second Rev Schedule A-2, June 16, 2014 – PHS” and by this reference made a part of Ordinance 2013-464-E.


Section 2.     Effective Date.     This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

NARRATIVE:

James Weldon Johnson Academy, a new program funded last year, was designed to serve
students that are two years over age. The program planned to have an average daily
attendance!(ADA) of 90 students. During the same time JW] Academy was starting up,
Duval Couiity Public Schools launched a new city-wide initiative called Bridge to Success,
which targéted the same over age student population to be served at their home schools. As
aresult, Weldon’s students elected to return to their home schools to participate in the
Bridge to Success Program leaving fewer students for Weldon to serve. Currently, Weldon's
ADA is 27 students

The agency has agreed to reduce the ADA and contractual amount, freeing up dollars to be
used this ﬁscal year for other programs. The two summer camp programs that will be
funded arel Hurting Families with Children in Crime, Inc. and Northside Church of Christ.

Reduced ﬁ‘J nding from James Weldon Johnson Academy will make funds available to fund
two additional summer programs which met the scoring requirement.
