ORDINANCE 2014-355-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THAT CERTAIN LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“LANDLORD”) AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF HIGHWAY SAFETY AND MOTOR VEHICLES (“TENANT”) FOR THE PROPERTY AT 7439 WILSON BOULEVARD FOR ANOTHER FIVE YEAR PERIOD WITH A NEW EXPIRATION DATE OF JUNE 15, 2018, AND ALLOWS FOR THE OPTION TO LEASE FOR ONE ADDITIONAL FIVE YEAR TERM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (“Landlord”) and the State of Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles (“Tenant”), in substantially the same form as has been placed Revised On File with the Division of Legislative Services.  Said Lease Agreement allows Tenant to continue to utilize the property at 7439 Wilson Boulevard for another five year period with a new expiration date of June 15, 2018, and allows for the option to lease for one additional five year term. The State of Florida constructed the building on the property in June of 1972, with the understanding that it would maintain the property and its improvements as long as it occupied the premises. The building currently houses staff from the Division of Motorist Services and the Bureau of Administrative Review. The State intends to add staff from its technology information ISA division upon execution of the Lease Agreement. The lease fee during the term of the Lease Agreement shall be one dollar ($1.00). Upon expiration of the Lease Agreement, the City of Jacksonville will assume full ownership, control, and maintenance of the property and its improvements.

Section 2.
   Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
