AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(B), ORDINANCE CODE, A TEMPORARY EASEMENT GRANTING TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENTS IN, OVER, AND UNDER TWO PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY, PARCELS 702A AND 702B, LOCATED AT THE ARLINGTON EXPRESSWAY AND MONUMENT ROAD/LIVE OAK DRIVE INTERSECTION IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 1 AND 2, TOGETHER WITH ALL DOCUMENTATION NECESSARY TO GRANT SAID TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Temporary Construction Easements.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, a Temporary Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, granting to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) two temporary construction easements in, over, and under two City of Jacksonville parcels of real property, Parcels 702A and 702B, located at the Arlington Expressway and Monument Road/Live Oak Drive intersection in Council Districts 1 and 2,and all documentation necessary to grant such temporary construction easements.  
Section 2.

Purpose.
FDOT is undertaking a project to improve, realign, and resurface part of the Arlington Expressway and the interchange of Arlington Expressway and Atlantic Boulevard. The project spans from east of Southside Boulevard to east of the intersection of Arlington Expressway and Monument Road/Live Oak Drive.  The temporary construction easements are for the purpose of tying in and harmonizing driveways, walkways, and adjacent property.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
