Type of Action: Approving warranty deed and temporary construction easements
Bill Summary: The bill approves conveyance by the City to FDOT of two fee simple parcels (102A and 102B) at the intersection of J. Turner Butler Boulevard and Salisbury Road in the Southpoint area and approves three temporary construction easements over parcels 701A, B and C in the same location in connection with an FDOT project to improve the interchange of I-95 and Butler Boulevard.
Background Information: The FDOT’s project includes the construction of fly-overs connecting I-95 and Butler Boulevard to improve traffic flow in the area. The City will convey two parcels totaling 4,913 square feet at no cost for inclusion in the project right-of-way and will grant temporary construction access over the other three parcels for purposes of FDOT aligning and tying-in sidewalks and driveways in the construction zone.
