(1) On page 1, line 13, after “0000);” insert “DECLARING THAT CERTAIN fifteen (15) foot right-of-way as recorded in Deed Book 1589, page 17 and Deed Book 1589, page 19, dated December 8, 1952, in the official public records of Duval County, in Council District 4 (the “Subject Parcel”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY;”
(2) On page 3, line 6½, insert a new Section 3 to read as follows:

“Section 3.
Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain fifteen (15) foot right-of-way as recorded in Deed Book 1589, page 17 and Deed Book 1589, page 19, dated December 8, 1952, in the official public records of Duval County, in Council District 4 (the “Subject Parcel”) and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.”;
(3) On page 3, lines 10 and 12, strike “$80,000” and insert “$82,000”;

(4) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(5) Attach Exhibit 2 attached hereto, which attaches the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for surplus of property; 
(6) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
