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ORDINANCE 2014-362-E
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING GRIMM LANE, AN UNOPENED AND UNIMPROVED FIFTEEN (15) FOOT RIGHT-OF-WAY, AS RECORDED AND ESTABLISHED VIA DEED BOOK 1589, PAGE 17 AND DEED BOOK 1589, PAGE 19, DATED DECEMEBER 8, 1952, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, AT THE REQUEST OF GENESIS HEALTH, INC. (THE “APPLICANT”), TO ALLOW APPLICANT TO DEVELOP ITS ADJACENT PROPERTY (R.E. #136042-0000); DECLARING THAT CERTAIN fifteen (15) foot right-of-way as recorded in Deed Book 1589, page 17 and Deed Book 1589, page 19, dated December 8, 1952, in the official public records of Duval County, in Council District 4 (the “Subject Parcel”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; WAIVING SECTION 122.424 (APPRAISAL/ASSESSED VALUE OVER $25,000), ORDINANCE CODE, SO THAT THE PROPERTY CAN BE CONVEYED FOR LESS THAN ITS APPRAISED VALUE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the subject right-of-way, Grimm Lane, was established by deed “for utility purposes” and conveyed to the City of Jacksonville on December 8, 1952; and


WHEREAS, Grimm Lane functions solely as an internal, private drive and appears historically to have functioned as an internal private drive; and 

WHEREAS, the rights dedicated to the City of Jacksonville “for utility purposes” have never been utilized, nor is there a need for these rights in the future; and 

WHEREAS, Grimm Lane is fifteen feet (15’)wide and extends to a dead-end approximately 582 feet east from Hickman Road; and


WHEREAS, Grimm Lane lies entirely within property owned by Genesis Health, Inc., but for its connection to Hickman Road, is surrounded on all sides by property owned by Genesis Health, Inc.; and


WHEREAS, Genesis Health, Inc. proposes a redevelopment of the property which includes Grimm Lane for a skilled nursing facility, and the redevelopment will involve a capital expenditure of approximately $13 million and will create approximately 100 additional and permanent jobs; and


WHEREAS, had Grimm Lane been dedicated by plat or deed of dedication in 1952, its closure would not invoke any policy regarding payment for the right-of-way; however, because it was conveyed by deed, the City of Jacksonville’s general policy for such conveyances is to request payment of the appraised value for the abandonment of the deeded property; and 


WHEREAS, in this instance, the status of the property to be abandoned is a dead-end private drive lying entirely within the property of one owner and the benefits of the redevelopment proposed on the property warrant a waiver of the policy for payment of the appraised value for closing and abandoning property; and


WHEREAS, the closure request has been sent to the various municipal and utility agencies, including Jacksonville Fire and Rescue, which might have an interest in this matter, and there were no objections to the request; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  Grimm Lane, a fifteen (15) foot right-of-way as recorded in Deed Book 1589, page 17 and Deed Book 1589, page 19, dated December 8, 1952, in the official public records of Duval County, in Council District 4, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Genesis Health, Inc. (the “Applicant.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure is requested to allow Applicant to develop its adjacent property (R.E. #136042-0000).  The Applicant has paid a $1,500 closure application processing fee. This request was sent to various state, municipal, and utility agencies which might have an interest in the matter and there were no objections.

Section 3.
Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain fifteen (15) foot right-of-way as recorded in Deed Book 1589, page 17 and Deed Book 1589, page 19, dated December 8, 1952, in the official public records of Duval County, in Council District 4 (the “Subject Parcel”) and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 4. 
Waiving Section 122.424, Ordinance Code, (Appraisal/assessed value over $25,000).  The subject right-of-way, having been established by deed, has been appraised at the expense of Applicant for a value of $82,000, pursuant to Section 122.424, Ordinance Code.  The Applicant has requested that the conveyance for the appraised value of $82,000 be waived. Pursuant to 122.424, Ordinance Code, the requirement to convey the subject right-of-way for the appraised value is waived because the status of the property to be abandoned as a dead-end private drive lying entirely within the property of one owner and the benefits of the redevelopment proposed on the property warrant a waiver of Ordinance Code in this circumstance.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
