BIO Lee E. Harris
Elder Harris was educated in the public schools of Maryland and he attended Maryland State
College majoring in Psychology. He studied further at The Southern Baptist Seminary External
Division, Tallahassee Bible Institute, The Ambassador College, and Rutgers Graduate School of
Business. He recently completed a Bachelor of Arts in Christian Education in 1994 and is just
hours away from a Masters in Christian Counseling.

The U. S. Department of Justice Federal Bureau of Investigation named Elder Lee E. Harris for
the year 2000, recipient of the FBI’s Community Leadership Award. This award is given on an
annual basis to a deserving individual who has had a significant, positive impact on the quality of
life in the Jacksonville Area; this includes the work with The HOPE VI project that redeveloped
The Oaks of Durkeeville Public Housing units, also Turnaround Jacksonville Drug Fighting and
the Community Alliance Development Corporation.

Elder Harris, Pastor, Leader, Volunteer and Veteran, he served in the United States Army from
June 1964 to June 1968, as a trained Military Police he later joined the Special Security Unit of
the Army Security Agency where he spent a tour in England from October 1964 until January
1966. In 1966 he was headed to the Republic of Vietnam where he spent one tour there with a
support unit to the 1 1" Armored Calvary. He is now proud to be a part of the NABVETS
(National Association of Black Veterans) of Jacksonville, an advocacy group for the rights of
Military Veterans.

In October, 2001 Pastor Harris was voted President of the Interdenominational Ministerial
Alliance (IMA) to take office in January, 2002. Pastor Harris was nominated for Induction in the
inaugural Florida Religious Hall of Fame on October 26, 2002. He is married to Betty. They
have one daughter, Paula & one granddaughter Ashanti who resides in Tallahassee.

Elder Lee Harris is the current pastor of Mt. Olive Primitive Baptist Church. He began his
pastorate at Mt. Olive on September 4, 1992. Elder Harris has pastured in Madison, Florida
1980 — 1984, and Tallahassee, Florida from 1984 — 1992 at which time he was called to the
Pastorate at Mt. Olive Primitive Baptist Church in Jacksonville, Florida.

His involvement in the community continues to be grassroots with the emphasis on community
development to benefit the needy.
