Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year but shall carry over into fiscal year 2014-2015.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for nuisance abatement contracting to remove property code violations city-wide in compliance with Chapter 518, Ordinance Code.  The Nuisance Abatement Lien Special Revenue Fund, which previously supplemented general revenue funding for nuisance abatement contractual services, now serves as the primary funding source to support contractual services.

Section 4.

Rule 4.901 Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage.  One Cycle Emergency passage is requested due to the impending council break and formal bid deadline at the end of July 2014.  The Municipal Code Compliance Division has demolition work on hold pending appropriation of additional funds.  The approval of this appropriation will protect health and safety risks as well as continue to submit additional projects for bid solicitation. After July, no additional formal bids will be processed until October, 2014.
