AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND HUDSON CAPITAL, LLC, TO CHANGE THE NAME OF THE OWNERS AND TO EXTEND THE DURATION OF THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT TO JULY 30, 2019, CONCERNING A DEVELOPMENT (CCAS NO. 43607) KNOWN AS “DOLPHIN REEF”, CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY 62.0( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1, WEST OF UNIVERSITY BOULEVARD, NORTH OF JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY, AND EAST OF THE ST. JOHNS RIVER, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED THEREIN, FOR 40,000 ENCLOSED SQUARE FEET OF SHOPPING CENTER USE, 980 CONDOMINIUM AND TOWNHOME UNITS, AND 130 BOAT SLIPS, SUBJECT TO A PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE AND THE PAYMENT OF AN ANNUAL RENEWAL FEE FOR THE PURPOSE OF RESERVING TRAFFIC CIRCULATION CAPACITY, PURSUANT TO PART 2, CHAPTER 655, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Part 2, Chapter 655, Ordinance Code, authorizes Development Agreements, subject to the procedures and requirements set forth therein; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has recommended approval of the First Amendment to the Development Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Hudson Capital, LLC, concerning a development (CCAS No. 43607) known as “Dolphin Reef” consisting of approximately 62.0( acres located in Council District 1, west of University Boulevard, north of Jacksonville University, and east of the St. Johns River, as more particularly described therein (the “Property”), for 40,000 enclosed square feet of shopping center use, 980 condominium and townhome units, and 130 boat slips, subject to a performance schedule and the payment of an annual renewal fee; and


WHEREAS, 801 Grand Dolphin Reef, LLC and PCA Dolphin Reef, LLC are successors-in-interest in the Property to Hudson Capital, LLC, pursuant to that certain Certificate of Title recorded in the Official Records Book 14738, Page 437-443 of the current public records of Duval County, Florida, as amended in the Official Records Book 14781, Page 2267-2273, of the current public records of Duval County, Florida; and

WHEREAS, since the adoption of the Development Agreement, the sale and development of the Property has been adversely affected both by a worldwide and lengthy recession and by protracted legal proceedings regarding the title to the Property which rendered the Property unmarketable for a substantial period of time; and


WHEREAS, the new owners are in discussions with Jacksonville University (“JU”) who may be interested in utilizing some of the Property for residential housing to serve the JU students; and

WHEREAS, due to the legal delays and the market conditions, the owners are requesting a five (5) year extension of the Development Agreement until July 30, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the required Planning and Development Department informative workshop was held and the required public hearings were held by the Land Use and Zoning Committee and the City Council, all with public notice provided, pursuant to Section 655.206, Ordinance Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of Amendment to Development Agreement.  The First Amendment to the Development Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Hudson Capital, LLC, regarding a development known as “Dolphin Reef” is hereby approved in substantially the same form as Exhibit 1, attached hereto.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said Agreement on behalf of the City.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon the signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s Signature.

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E. 801 GRAND DOLPHIN and PCA DOLPHIN are successors-in-interest to
HUDSON, ;pursuant to that certain Certificate of Title recorded in the Official Records Book
14738, Page 437-443 of the current public records of Duval County, Florida, as amended in the
Official Records Book 14781, Page 2267-2273, of the current pu}::lic records of Duval County,

F. To date, most of the Property remains vacant.

G. Since the adoption of the Development Agreement, the sale and development of
the Property has been adversely affected both by a worldwide and lengthy recession and by
protracted legal proceedings regarding the title to the Property which rendered the Property un-
marketable for a substantial period of time. More recently, the Owners have been in discussions
with Jacksonville University (“JU”); JU is interested in utilizing some of the Propesty for
residential housing to serve the JU students, If JU uses some of the Property, this would permit
JU to use it§ remaining property for other educational purposes. During this same time period,

The Development Agreement reserves sufficient traffic circulation capacity to permit
development of 40,000 enclosed square feet of shepping center space, 980 condominiums or
townhomes and 130 boat slips and provides for a Duration-of Agreement which, pursuant to an
extension granted by Section 79 of Chapter 2011-139, Laws of Florida (House Bill 7207),
expires on July 30, 2014.

Furthermore, in consideration for the CITY’s approval of the Amendment, 801 GRAND
DOLPHIN and PCA DOLPHIN agree to pay to the CITY an increased annual fee each year that
this Amendment is in effect, beginning on the first anniversary of the Effective Date of the
Development Agreement and continuing on the same date of ench year thereafter. This annual
fee shall equal the application fee for a CRC calculated based upon the remaining Reserved
Capacity on each such anniversary date, multiplied by three (3). This increased fee will mitigate
for any minor impacts due to the proposed amendment.
