AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $413,000 FROM STORMWATER SERVICES FUND BALANCE ACCOUNT TO NORTHEAST FLORIDA BUILDERS ASSOCIATION BUILDERS CARE, INC. TO INSTALL WATER LINES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY TO THE LARSEN ACRES COMMUNITY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-062; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO AWARD THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES TO NORTHEAST FLORIDA BUILDERS ASSOCIATION BUILDERS CARE, INC.; PROVIDING FOR THE OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A PROJECT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND NORTHEAST FLORIDA BUILDERS ASSOCIATION BUILDERS CARE, INC. TO INSTALL WATER LINES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY TO THE LARSEN ACRES COMMUNITY AND FOR CONSTRUCTION DESIGN AND INSTALLATION OF SAME (AT NO COST); AMENDING THE 2013-2018 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2013-465-E TO AUTHORIZE THE PROJECT TITLED “LARSEN ACRES COMMUNITY – Water Lines” PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the Larsen Neighborhood Association, Inc. of Jacksonville, Florida consists of approximately 300 residential homes, many of which are not connected to the City’s central water services system, but instead depend on drinking water from unreliable water wells; and

WHEREAS, the owners of these unconnected homes in the Larsen neighborhood meet the definition of low- to moderate-income persons under the Housing and Urban Development (HUD) guidelines for community block grants, earning 50% to 80% of the median family income (median family income for a family of four as of January, 2014 was established by HUD at $63,200.00), and cannot afford the costs typically borne by a property owner to connect his or her residence to the City’s central water services system; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 4, Ordinance 2011-133-E, City receives income from loans previously made by the Water and Sewer Expansion Authority, which is available to reimburse Builders Care for its out-of-pocket expenses necessary to extend the City’s water lines into the Larsen neighborhood; and

WHEREAS, Builders Care desires to provide the planning, design, supervision, materials and labor necessary to extend the City’s water lines into the Larsen neighborhood; and
WHEREAS, but for Builders Care’s mission of charitable outreach and its efforts to obtain the materials and services for the water line extensions at or below cost; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.      Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.   The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funds up to $413,000 to Northeast Florida Builders Association Builders Care, Inc. for the purpose of installing water lines in the right of way to the Larsen Acres Community in Council District 5. The project is more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  
Section 3.

Reverter.
Any remaining funds after the completion of the water lines shall be returned to the source of origin.



Section 4.

Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Northeast Florida Builders Association Builders Care, Inc. for installation of the water lines in the Larsen Acres Community.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Northeast Florida Builders Association Builders Care, Inc. to install water lines in the right of way to the Larsen Acres Community and for construction design and installation of same (at no cost) in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 5.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of professional services of Northeast Florida Builders Association Builders Care, Inc. for installation of water lines in the Larsen Acres Community. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 6.     Oversight. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
Section 7.

CIP Amendment and Findings. Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to authorize the project entitled “Larsen Acres Community – Water Lines”.  This project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.  The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community because Builders Care is donating the design, construction, and installation services and Builders Care has current capacity to perform such project. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, a vote on this ordinance shall require the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council Members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section.
Section 8.      Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

3. Review and approval. Builders Care will construct the project so that JEA will accept it for
maintenance, and Builders Care is responsible for obtaining JEA’s acceptance. Nothing in
this agreement shall obviate the need of Builders Care to obtain all necessary and
appropriate permits for construction of the project. The project will be performed under

' the general coordination of the City of lacksonville, Department of Public Works, 214 N.
Hogan St., Room 1078, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

4. Term. This agreement is effective the day and year first above written and the project
" shall be completed and accepted by JEA within one year after the effective date.

5. Funding. City shall reimburse Builders Care for its out-of-pocket expenses, which may
include materials, labor or both, at a rate not to exceed $45.00 per linear foot of pipe. In
addition to such reimbursement, Builders Care will receive an amount equal to five
percent (5%) of its draws in consideration for its overhead and oversight of the project.
Builders Care is a tax-exempt entity and no sales tax shall be reimbursed by City to

' Builders Care for the acquisition of materials for the project. Any unused funds remaining
- at the termination of this agreement shall remain with and belong to City. For purposes of
}‘ this agreement “out-of-pocket expenses” shall mean the direct construction costs

services described has been made by Builders Care {or, at city’s option, will be made by
City directly to the provider of the material or service).

7. No Warranty. Nothing in this agreement constitutes or creates any duty on or warranty
by City regarding the reasonableness of City’s available funding, the feasibility or quality of
the design plans, the proper application by Builders Care of the disbursements, the quality
or condition of the project or the competence or qualifications of any person furnishing
services, labor or materials in connection with construction of the project.

8. Not a Partnership. Builders Care is an independent contractor and not an employee,
agent, partner, joint venturer, representative or associate of City. Builders Care is solely
responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures used in the

performance of this agreement.

9. Indemnity. Builders Care shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend City, including
without limitation, its officers, directors, members, representatives, affiliates, agents and
employees, successors and assigns, against any and all claims, suits, demands, judgments,
losses, costs, fines, penalties, damages, liabilities and expenses (including all costs for
investigation and defense thereof including, but not limited to, court costs, reasonable
expert witness fees and attorney fees) that may be incurred by, charged to or recovered
from any of the foregoing, (a) arising directly or indirectly out of any of the Builders Care’s
operations, work or services performed in connection with this agreement including, but
not limited to, any and all claims for damages as a result of the injury to or death of any

to the required insurance as deemed necessary, which may or may not require that
the City also be named as an additional insured.

h. The insurance under this section (ii) shall be written by an insurer holding a current
certificate of authority pursuant to chapter 624, Florida Statutes. Such Insurance
shall be written by an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A- VIl or better. Prior to
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commencing any work on the project, Certificates of Insurance, Additional Insured
Endorsement and Waiver of Subrogation approved by the City’s Division of
Insurance & Risk Management demonstrating the maintenance of said insurance
shali be furnished to the City. The Company shall provide an endorsement issued by
the insurer to provide the City thirty (30) days prior written notice of any change in
the above insurance coverage limits or cancellation, including expiration or non-
renewal. If such endorsement is not available then the Design Professional shall
provide said a thirty (30) days written notice of any change in the above coverage
limits or cancellation, including expiration or non-renewal.

i Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Design Professional
under this agreement shall survive and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise
limited by any expiration or termination of insurance coverage. Neither approval
nor failure to disapprove insurance furnished by the Design Professional shall relieve
the Landlord and Design Professional or other Person providing service to the
facility including and not limited to sub-contractors from responsibility to provide
insurance as required by the contract.

j- The Design Professional’s certificates of insurance shall be mailed to the City of
Jacksonville {Attention: Real Estate Division), 214 N. Hogan Street, Jacksonville,
Florida 32202.

k. Any subcontractors and sub-subconsultants or sub-subcontractors of the Design
Professional shall procure and maintain the insurance required of the Design
Professional hereunder during the life of the subcontract and shali be effective as to
claims made within five years after construction of the project is complete. The
subcontractors’ insurance may be either by separate coverage or by endorsement
under insurance provided by the Design Professional. The Design Professional shall
submit subcontractors’ Certificates of Insurance to City prior to allowing
subcontractors to perform any work on the project.

13. resentations and Warranties. Builders Care represents and warrants to City, and such
wlarranties shall continue and be effective during the term of this agreement as if

o'ntinuously reiterated, that: ,

a. Builders Care is a Florida not-for-profit corporation duly incorporated and validly
existing under the laws of the State of Florida and authorized to conduct business
and in good standing in the State of Florida and Duval County. The signatory below
has full power and authority to execute and deliver this agreement on behalf of
Builders Care and to cause Builders Care to perform its obligations arising
hereunder.

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b. Builders Care has tax-exempt status under the provisions of Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue4 Code.

¢. Nothing in this agreement contravenes any provision of any.other agreements or
obligations of Builders Care or any judgment, order, decree, write or injunction to
which Builders Care is bound or any provision of any law or regulation to which
Builders Care is bound. Builders Care’s performance hereunder will not result in a
breach of or constitute a default by Builders Care under any agreement to which it is
a part or require consent from any other person.

d. Builders Care and all persons performing services and labor and supplying materials
hereunder hold all necessary licenses, permits and authorizations required by all
governmental authorities with jurisdiction over the project or the location of the
work.

14. Gompletion of the Project.

a. Builders Care shall submit to City such documentation as City may reasonably
require to establish to City’s satisfaction that portions of the project for which
reimbursement is requested have been successfully completed, are not subject to
any violations or uncorrected conditions or deficiencies, and have been
unconditionally accepted by JEA for maintenance. :

b. Builders Care shall submit to City a proper contractor’s final affidavit and full and
complete lien releases from each contractor, subcontractor and supplier confirming
that final payment, if due, has been made for all materials supplied and labor
furnished in connecticn with the completed portions of the project.

¢. The portions of the project for which reimbursement is requested shall have been
completed in all respects in accordance with the design plans and the improvements
shall have been constructed in a good and workmanlike manner in satisfactory
condition and all systems are in acceptable operating condition.

15. Easement; Permits. .

a. City hereby grants to Builders Care a non-exclusive temporary construction
easement solely for the purposes of construction of the water main project
described in this agreement as the project may be described and depicted on
permit(s) obtained Builders Care for the project. The easement shall arise on

| issuance of the appropriate permit(s) for the project and shall terminate on
acceptance by JEA of the project or portions thereof.

b. Builders Care shall obtain all appropriate permit(s) for the project in the same

' manner as though the project were being performed for a for-profit developer.

c. Any bodily injury or property damage that arises or occurs from the use by Builders
Care and its agents, employees, representatives, licensees, invitees and designees of
the easement area shall be the sole responsibility and obligation of Builders Care,

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and in no event shall City have any liability in connection therewith. Builders Care
shall indemnify, defend and hold City harmless from and against any and all loss,
cost, damages, expense, action, threat, demand, suit, proceeding, judgment or
liability of any nature whatsoever arising from or in any manner connected with the
use by Builders Care, its agents, employees, contractors, licensees, invitees or
agents of the project, the easement area or the right-of-way.

16. Bill of Sale. JEA shall become the owner of the project located in the public right-of-way
immediately on its acceptance of the project for maintenance. This agreement shall
constitute the City’s and Builders Care’s bill of sale to JEA on JEA’s acceptance of the project,
and both parties shall execute such other documents as required by JEA for acceptance of
the completed portions of the project.

17. Non-assignability. This agreement is personal to the parties hereto and may not be
assigned.

18. Connections. Neither City nor Builders Care shall be responsible for any costs associated
with connecting residential properties to the project, and this agreement shall not act to
establish a precedent or implement any change in current ruie or policy regarding the
payment responsibility of residential property owners to connect to the City’s central water
services system.
