BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

PART 3. SCHEDULE OF DISTRICT REGULATIONS

Sec. 656.311. 
Residential-Professional-Institutional Category.  

This mixed use category primarily for office, institutional and medium density residential uses.  Large scale institutional uses, which require supporting residential and office components, are permitted, as are office-professional uses, nursing homes, day care centers and related uses when sited in compliance with all applicable development regulations.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale of beer or wine for on-premises consumption.  Production of beer or wine primarily for consumption on premises shall be permitted at such establishments provided that no more than 10,000 barrels (310,000 gallons) per year are produced on premises and not more than 75 percent of production is permitted for off-site sales to a state licensed wholesaler.

SUBPART C. COMMERCIAL USE CATEGORIES AND ZONING DISTRICTS

Sec. 656.312. Neighborhood Commercial Category.  


This category permits retail uses, office commercial uses and services establishments which serve the daily needs of contiguous residential neighborhoods. Neighborhood commercial sites should abut a roadway classified as a collector or higher facility on the adopted Functional Highway Classification Map. Sites with two or more property boundaries on transportation rights-of-way will be considered preferred locations for neighborhood serving uses.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale of beer or wine for on-premises consumption.  Production of beer or wine primarily for consumption on premises shall be permitted at such establishments provided that no more than 10,000 barrels (310,000 gallons) per year are produced on premises, and not more than 1075 percent of production is permitted for off-site sales to a state licensed wholesaler.

Section 656.313 Community/General Commercial Category.
This category allows a wide range of retail sales and services including general merchandise, apparel, food and related items. General commercial uses include offices, highway commercial, entertainment and similar other types of commercial developments.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption or both. Production of beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption shall be permitted at such establishments provided no more than 15,000 barrels (465,000 gallons) per year are produced on the premises.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for off-premises consumption. Production of beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption shall be permitted at such establishments.

Section 656.321 Business Park Category.

This mixed land use category is primarily intended to accommodate low to moderate intensity office and industrial parks, which are generally developed as commercial subdivisions. Land uses permitted in this category include business/professional offices including banks and financial institutions, research and development activities, radio and T.V. studios, light manufacturing, fabrication and assembly, service establishments, major institutions, light industrial, and warehousing uses. Commercial offices comprise 70 to 90 percent of the land area in this category, while service, major institutional and light industrial uses constitute the remaining 10 to 30 percent. A portion of the land area in this category, not to exceed 25 percent, may be devoted to hotels, motels, restaurants, and similar supporting commercial uses.

Sec. 656.1601. Definitions.

Restaurants: (Regulated by the Department of Business and Professional Regulation, Division of Hotels and Restaurants) 

(a)  Restaurant, drive-in: An establishment whose principal business is the sale of foods and beverages to the customer in a ready-to-consume state and whose method of operation includes service by a car hop (or other means) to the customer for consumption within a motor vehicle parked on the premises. 

(b)
Restaurant, fast food: An establishment whose principal business is the sale of foods and beverages to the customer in a ready-to-consume state for consumption either within the building or for carry-out with consumption off the premises, and whose principal method of operation includes service of foods, frozen deserts or beverages in edible containers or in paper, plastic or other disposable containers. 

(c)
Restaurant, standard: An establishment whose principal business is the sale of foods and beverages to the customer in a ready-to-consume state and whose principal method of operation includes service by a restaurant employee at a table or counter at which such items are consumed on premises. A cafeteria shall be deemed a restaurant. A restaurant may include a facility for the production of alcoholic beverages consumed on-site provided total production does not exceed 5,000 barrels (155,000 gallons) per year.
