ORDINANCE 2014-396-E
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A CELL TOWER LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN NEXTOWER, LLC AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FOR ADOLPH WURN PARK, LOCATED AT 2115 DEAN ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute the cell tower lease agreement between NexTower, LLC, and the City of Jacksonville (the “Tower Lease”), in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Division of Legislative Services. The Tower Lease provides for a cell tower site and a non-exclusive access and utility easement to be located at Wurn Park, 2115 Dean Road in Council District 4. The proposed initial term is for five (5) years with five (5) five (5) year renewal options. The initial annual rental rate of $25,000 meets the required rate set forth in Section 122, Ordinance Code, addressing cell tower leasing agreements.  

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
