A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING FRANKIE BEVERLY FOR HIS OUTSTANDING CAREER AS A SINGER, MUSICIAN, SONGWRITER AND PRODUCER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Frankie Beverly’s career as a singer, songwriter and producer has spanned nearly forty years and his feel-good music  always leaves fans and audiences with legendary “happy feelings”; and

WHEREAS,
born Howard Beverly in Philadelphia in 1946, he was inspired to sing as a child in the church choir and recalled that anyone that could sing was featured in a Sunday program; and

WHEREAS,
as a youngster, he had the chance to hear Frankie Lymon and the Teenagers in concert and the impact on him was enormous; he credits Frankie Lymon and the Teenagers
 for being a catalyst that fostered his interest in music; he even changed his name from Howard to Frankie; and
WHEREAS,
though Frankie Beverly started and sang with a number of groups in his early years as a youth, his singing career skyrocketed when he became the lead singer of Maze in 1977; and

WHEREAS,
from the outset, Frankie Beverly and Maze have sung and performed for sold-out concerts throughout the country and abroad with noteworthy hits such as “Joy and Pain”, “Before I Let You Go” and countless others; they have eight gold albums to their credit;  and
WHEREAS,
Frankie Beverly’s energy, creativity, class and dedication will be genuinely missed as he contemplates retirement after so legendary a career in providing countless of us with sheer joy and we in Jacksonville have the honor of hearing and honoring him at Funk Fest 2014;  now therefore
