 RULES AMENDMENT

The Rules Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2014-405:
(1) On page 1, line 11, after “2016;” insert “PROVIDING FOR A NON-RESIDENT OF DUVAL COUNTY WITH SUBSTANTIAL ECONOMIC BUSINESS INTEREST TO BE SEATED ON THE concurrency and Mobility management system technical advisory committee;”;
(2) On page 1, line 27½, insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2. 
A  Non-Resident of Duval County with substantial economic business interests in Duval County.  Section 50.102 (Members of boards and commissions), Ordinance Code, requires Board and Commission members be either a Duval County resident or individuals with substantial economic business or philanthropic interests in Duval County.  Mr. Chapman has substantial business interests in Duval County.  Mr. Chapman has been studying and working in the City of Jacksonville for approximately 10 years. Mr. Chapman obtained his Bachelor of Science degree in Civil Engineering at the University of North Florida. From 2005 to 2006, Mr. Chapman worked as an engineer intern at the office of Prosser Hallock, Inc., located in the City of Jacksonville. Mr. Chapman worked as an Engineer Trainee from 2007 to 2011 at the FDOT District 2, in which the City of Jacksonville is located. From 2011 to 2013, Mr. Chapman worked as an Engineer 1 in the Jacksonville Urban Office of FDOT, District 2. Since 2013, Mr. Chapman has worked as a Transportation Engineer at Prosser Hallock, Inc., which is located in the City of Jacksonville.”;
(3) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
