Section 1.

Confirmation.

Section 2. 
A  Non-Resident of Duval County with substantial economic business interests in Duval County.  Section 50.102 (Members of boards and commissions), Ordinance Code, requires Board and Commission members be either a Duval County resident or individuals with substantial economic business or philanthropic interests in Duval County.  Mr. Chapman has substantial business interests in Duval County.  Mr. Chapman has been studying and working in the City of Jacksonville for approximately 10 years.
