RESOLUTION 2014-407-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING MARCEDES LEWIS FOR HIS CHARITABLE WORK IN THE COMMUNITY THROUGH THE MARCEDES LEWIS FOUNDATION TO ENCOURAGE INNER CITY YOUTH TO ACHIEVE ON AND OFF THE FIELD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Marcedes Lewis was the Jacksonville Jaguars’ first-round pick in the 2006 NFL Draft, from the University of California, Los Angeles (UCLA) earning All-America honors, and was recognized as the top college tight end; and
WHEREAS, Marcedes Lewis is a nine year veteran of the NFL, a 2011 Pro Bowler, and Jacksonville resident who continues to be very involved in communities by being a positive influence and a great role model to the youth; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Lewis has been honored by both his alma maters, Long Beach Poly High School in Long Beach, CA; and UCLA in Los Angeles, and his involvement in various academic and sports arenas has significantly benefited these entities to provide more services and programs to the youth through donations and commitment; the Jacksonville Humane Society and Hubbard House are also beneficiaries of his interest and philanthropy; and 
WHEREAS, Five years ago Mr. Lewis, established the Marcedes Lewis Foundation (MLF) to support the youth in the Long Beach and Southern California community because of his love of children and the success of his own childhood dream. The goal of the foundation is to award scholarships to youth in the community who otherwise would not be able to participate in youth sports such as football, baseball, basketball, volleyball, soccer, and more; and 

WHEREAS, Marcedes Lewis’ commitment to youth within the communities of his influence extends to the City of Jacksonville, where he resides and is a proud player of the Jacksonville Jaguars. The Marcedes Lewis Foundation will sponsor the 1st East Coast Football Camp, a free day football camp held for boy and girl campers, ages 7-17 to promote the concept of embracing discipline, teamwork and the importance of education, and will be held on Saturday, June 7, 2014 at Lee High School; now therefore,

Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Marcedes Lewis and the Marcedes Lewis Foundation on the commitment to our youth in fostering academic, social, and emotional growth, promoting cooperative learning and teamwork, and more importantly building self-confidence. The City Council applauds his efforts and urges the parents and guardians to get youth registered to partake in the activities and informational opportunities that will be offered.
