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ORDINANCE 2014-408
An ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,200,000 FROM THE Duval county unified courthouse program/ Long Term Debt account TO the courthouse – Old federal Courthouse/State attorney account to allocate funds remaining in the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program for the build-out of the State Attorney’s Office in the Old Federal Courthouse, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-081; providIng a carryover of funds INTO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; PROVIDING FOR FUTURE APPROPRIATIONS to the old federal courthouse; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY passage; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2014-2015.
Section 3.

 Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation above is to allocate funds remaining in the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program/Long Term Debt to the build-out of the State Attorney’s Office in the Old Federal Courthouse.  The funds in the amount of $1,200,000 which are currently available in the Duval County Unified Courthouse program will be appropriated to the Old Federal Courthouse project for further completion of the first floor of the building which was previously left as a shell. A copy of change order #2 to Contract 9891 with Morganti Group Inc., which describes the additional construction is on file with legislative services. All funds are within the $350 million dollar authorized funds for the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program as approved by Council in Ordinance 2007-401-E.

Section 4.  Future appropriations to the Old Federal Courthouse.  Any further funds remaining in the Duval County Unified Courthouse Program may be moved into the Old Federal Courthouse project by transfer directive on an as needed basis by the Director of Public Works. However, any transfer from the Old Federal Courthouse shall require approval by the City Council. Public Works shall notify the Courthouse Oversight Special Committee of additional appropriations. Should the Courthouse Oversight Special Committee not be reappointed, then Public Works shall notify the Finance Committee of additional appropriations.

Section 5. 
Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the need to finish work on the first floor without requiring additional contractor’s and subcontractor’s time on the job and adding additional overhead costs to the project.  
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
