An ordinance APPROPRIATING $338,500 FROM the city banking fund FOR THE PURCHASE OF TWO REPLACEMENT WATER TAXIS, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 14-083; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; providing for an effective date.


WHEREAS, water taxis have been used continuously in downtown Jacksonville for many years as a tourist attraction and as an important transportation option to Metropolitan Park and Everbank Field for football games and other special events; and 


Whereas, the City believes that any prolonged lapse in water taxi service will be detrimental to downtown business, out of town visitors, and local citizens attending downtown events; and

Whereas, on June 6, 2014, the company previously under contract with the City to provide water taxi service terminated such service; and 

WHEREAS, on June 6, 2014, the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department, acting under the emergency procurement provisions in Section 126.207, Ordinance Code, agreed to purchase two replacement water taxis from Trident Pontoons, Inc. (“Trident”) in the amount of $338,500; and 


WHEREAS, on June 6, 2014, the City made payment of $338,500 to Trident to purchase the replacement water taxis; and


WHEREAS, the water taxis purchased by the City on June 6, 2014 (i) are scheduled to be delivered to the City’s downtown dock on June 11, 2014, and (ii) will be placed into service as soon as the necessary Coast Guard inspections are obtained and a no-fee contract is entered into with a qualified water taxi operator; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
