Section 2.

(Davis Center), Girls Incorporated of Jacksonville, Police Athletic League of Jacksonville, Inc. (Community and PAL-TEAM Up), Malivai Washington Kids Foundation, Inc., and Community in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc., as more fully described in Second Revised Exhibit 1. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Oversight Department. The Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall oversee the programs described herein.

Requesting a one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the summer programs are scheduled to start now that the school year has finished.
