Section 2.

VISION

Bring boys jinto an environment to expose them to the multi-tiers of the judicial system. Each
layer/stage will help them understand how important it is to steer away from troublesome behavior that
can lead to a devastating end.

PROJECT/PROGRAM INFORMATION

This grant will help fund Operation Save Qur Sons Annual Summit to be held on June 14, 2014 at Jean
Ribault High School. The summit will address tools for success for males. We hear all too often how
young black males are failing in society through the media, their schools, community forum and their
own homesiat times which leaves them hopeless and destine to fail. We know that people live up to or
down to whatever are expected of them so we have decided to raise the bar and give them the tools of
success for them to rise up too. It is essential that we prepare are young men for success by showing
them what success looks like and how to achieve it. There will be session for little misters 7-9, young
males 10-18 and fathers/parents. As we stated earlier there is no one agency that addresses all the
needs of males starting with elementary school through being a father.

The target population is black males from the age of seven through adulthood. Even though we are
targeting black males because they are at the greatest risk of dying, going to jail, being on drugs and
dropping out of school we will not turn any male down that needs help succeeding in life.

We will conduct surveys at the end of the sessions to measure what the participants have learned. We
will address éreas of success and give them the tools to achieve success through role play, panel
discussions, explaining the law and give them the opportunity to sign up for more in depth programs
once they leave the summit. We will collect email address of all the participants to send out monthly
reminders of the tools, words of encouragement and meetings/groups they can attend throughout the
year. We wnll 'use male experts to conduct the sessions Ken Jefferson (law), Dwayne Thomas (educator),
Bracy Taylor .(successful businessman), Dr. John Guns, (pastor & educator), The Mayor of Jacksonville
and the Supermtendent of DCPS to name a few. This is a one day event that we are seeking funding for
however, we‘”do have programs that are ongoing that we have different measures for.

We will use"our budget to monitor funds received for the event. We have attached our budget to
outline tota !cost for the event. The cost will provide sponsarship for 1000 students at a cost of $15.00
per student and 300 parents. We will not be paying anyone to conduct workshops the cost will cover
workshop materials, tee shirts and lunch for students and marketing materials. Parents will be required
to pay for 1he|r own lunch as well as the vendors. We have reached out to churches, community
agencies an&i Lmdlwduals to help fund the program. (Refer to budget attached)

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AMIKkids Jacksonville, Inc. (formerly Jacksonville Marine Institute, Inc.)

AMlIkids Jacksonville, Inc. (formerly Jacksonville Marine Institute, Inc.) has been serving the
Duval County youth since 1973 always mindful of our mission to protect public safety and
reduce juvenile crime by helping at-risk youth develop into responsible and productive citizens
through the provision of treatment, education, and behavior modification. Throughout the past
31 years, AMIkids Jacksonville, Inc. has been a leader in change while never losing our core
philosophy of preserving a family atmosphere, bonding with our kids, and ensuring a positive
learning environment. Thousands of AMIkids Jacksonville graduates complete high school and
have gone on to institutes of higher learning, many of them assisted through AMIkids
Jacksonville’s scholarship fund. AMIkids Jacksonville’s intervention into the lives of the youth
we serve has replaced fear with hope, made leaders out of followers, and provided direction to
achieve their goals. A youth graduates from AMIkids Jacksonville, Inc., but remains a member
of the AMIKids Jacksonville’s family.

It is our vision to positively intervene in the lives of at-risk youth and affect a level of
behavioral change that will prevent or decrease the risk of future criminal behavior. AMIkids
Jacksonville, Inc. staff assists at-risk youth ages 14-18 years of age in the development of
attitudes and behaviors that are necessary to successfully live without their respective family
units and communities.

AMIkids: Jacksonville, Inc. provides a unique service to Duval County and the population in
which it serves. We afford at-risk youth the opportunity to focus on developing their pro-social
skills, behaviors and attitudes using a combination of treatment, education and behavior
modification modalities. Each youth’s services are geared specifically towards them based upon
the PACT assessment and BASI assessment. Data gathered by Florida’s Department of Juvenile
Justice has shiown that juvenile crime has decreased since its conception along with the number
of commitments to residential facilities. Minimum Risk facilities such as AMIkids Jacksonville,
Inc. afford juvenile offenders the opportunity to rehabilitate themselves in the environment in
which they offended. AMIkids Jacksonville, Inc. is a 90-180 day treatment program with the
average length of stay at 5 months. Youth receive services on a daily basis, part of which is
referred to as DJJ time. During that timeframe students participate in evidence-based groups that
address pro-social skill development, substance abuse, mental health issues, career and social
development and physical well being. Successful completion of the program requires that the
youth meet several set requirements both individualized and program based. The goals set’
incorporate treatment, education and behavior modification areas of the AMIkids Jacksonville,
Inc. A youth’s completion of the program is determined by approval of the multidisciplinary
team and the youth’s completion of the goals set forth in the individual treatment/YES plan that
encompasses treatment, education and behavior modification.
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
