AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.29( ACRE LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 AT 9107 GALVESTON AVENUE BETWEEN HARE AVENUE AND GALVESTON AVENUE (R.E. NO(S). 143901-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY DENNIS ABERCROMBIE, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-A (RMD-A) DISTRICT TO  PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT A THREE BAY SELF-STORAGE BUILDING FOR BOAT, RV AND MOTORCYCLES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE GALVESTON ROAD STORAGE PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2014C-007; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2014C-007 and companion land use Ordinance 2014-415; and
WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2014C-007, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) District, and Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by William R. Gallup, on behalf of Dennis Abercrombie, the owner of approximately 0.29( acre of certain real property in Council District 2, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 0.29( acres of land (R.E. NO(S). 143901-0000) are located in Council District 2 at 9107 Galveston Avenue between Hare Avenue and Galveston Avenue, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Dennis Abercrombie.  The applicant is William R. Gallup, Concurrency Management Consultants, Inc., P. O. Box 8883, Jacksonville, FL 32239, (904) 316-3050.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2014C-007, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) District, to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated May 21, 2014 and the site plan dated May 6, 2014, for the Galveston Road Storage PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3. The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit a three bay self-storage building for boat, rv and motorcycles.
Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment.  However, if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Disclaimer. 
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposed project is approximately .29 acres, located at 9107 Galveston Ave (the "Property"). The
Property is vacant and the previous use was a single family home that was removed in 2013. The
surrounding uses include medium density residential, office and commercial businesses. This rezoning
application is a companion to Small Scale Land Use Amendment Application 2014C-007, which secks the
CGC land use category to permit the owner's personal storage of recreational vehicles in a secure building.
The Property is presently zoned RMD-A, Residential Medium Density. There is a single-family residential
home to the West, there is two commercial office/warehouse buildings to the South, there is the Property
owners commercial office and retail business to the East and there is a single-family residential home to the
North along with outside delapidated vehicle storage to the Northeast.

The Site Plan attached hereto as Exhibit "E" shows the proposed development consisting of a 4,950
square foot building with storm water retention to be located on the Property.

The PUD d;iffers from the Zoning Code in that it removes the following CCG-1 uses;

o Barfk’s, including drive thru tellers, savings and loan institutions, and similar uses.

e Hotels and motels. '

° Commercnal indoor recreational or entertainment facilities such as bowling alleys, swimming
pools indoor skating rinks, movie theaters, indoor facilities operated by a licensed pari-mutuel
permntholder game promotions or sweepstakes utilizing electronic equipment, meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, drawings by chance
conducted in connection with the sale of a consumer product or service utilizing electronic
equnpment meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, and
snml,lgr uSses.

) Vocfaftional, trade or business schools and similar uses.

o Adult Congregate Living Facility (but not group care homes or residential treatment facilities).

e An lestablishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of beer or wine for off-
premises consumption or for on-premises conjunction with a restaurant.

o Outside retail sales of holiday items, subject to the performance standards and development
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criteria set forth in Part 4.

* Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center.

e Filling or gas stations meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in
Part 4. ‘

e Dancing entertainment establishments not serving alcohol.

The PUD differs from the Zoning Code in that it removes the following uses by Exception in CCG-1;

o An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages
including liquor, beer, wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption or both. ‘

o Residential treatment facilities and emergency shelters.

¢ Crematories.

e Carwash or auto laundry.

The site characteristics of the PUD differs from CCG-1;

o Setting a maximum building height of thirty five feet (35).

e Reducing the West setback from fifteen feet (15") to five feet (5').

e Restricts the amount of CCG-1 signage.

o Stormwater facilities and sidewalks shall be allowed within all setbacks and buffers.

The Owner intends on the continued operation and maintenance of those areas and functions described
herein and facilities which are not to be provided, operated or maintained by the City.
