ORDINANCE 2014-432
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $70,000 from THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY, WITH NO LOCAL MATCH, TO THE EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS DIVISION OF THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT THROUGH THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (FDEM) TO PURCHASE EQUIPMENT AND PROVIDE REPAIRS AND MAINTENANCE OF PREVIOUSLY GRANT-FUNDED EQUIPMENT AND TRAINING FOR THE USAR AND HAZMAT TEAMS, as initiated by b.t. 14-079; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide federal funds from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, with no local match, to the Emergency Preparedness Division of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department through the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) to purchase equipment and provide repairs and maintenance of previously grant-funded equipment and training for the USAR and HazMat teams. A copy of the Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement has been placed on file with the Division of Legislative Services. Grant period begins May 21, 2014, and ends May 31, 2015.
Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated by this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2014-2015.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
